Macclesfield & Prestbury Visit to Buxton P.S. 17 Ap il

Our first member, Philip Longbottom displayed 60 sh eets showing stamps of the first four issues of
Turkey supplemented by use on covers and some posta | stationery. The first issue in 1863 using a desig  n
based on the Sultan’s Tughra (stylised signature) w  as lithographed in Istanbul, but was used only unti I
the end of 1864.

The second issue with a star and crescent design, i n use from 1865 until the mid-1880’'s, was initially
printed in Paris and then later in Istanbul. In 187 5 Turkey joined the UPU and so changed its stamps f  or
use on foreign mail to include the value in French as well as Turkish. The third issue from 1876 until 1891,

overlapping the previous issue, had a crescent desi gn bilingual in Turkish and French. The fourth and
last issue of the 19th century depicted the Arms of Turkey was in 1892.

Our second member, Giovanni Palazzo, showed 75 page s of his thematic collection “Evolution of
Mammals”. This collection drew the attention of all the present because of the very sensitive issue
regarding the abuse of men towards many species of mammals. Besides postage stamps, covers,
cancellations, booklets also some Cinderella and re venue stamps were included.

On a more technical facet collecting thematic gives freedom of choice and it will be never became a
stagnant collection. It is a very challenging field as you need to do a lot of research. Blending mode  rn and
classic material according to a certain philatelic criteria will lead you to a fascinating and attract ive way of
collecting.

After the break for drinks and a superb fruit cake Peter Kirk showed Postage Due material. After the
introduction of the Penny Post in 1840 the sender h  ad to pay postage, but sometimes they forgot so the
display commenced with some early postage due hands tamps. Postage due stamps were introdued in
1914 and Peter worked through to modern times with Revenue Protection labels. He concluded with
Postcards showing various aspects of why they often fell fowl of Post Office Regulations including bei ng
a centimeter too large!

Latest News - French President's Passion* for Phila  tely*

French President Nicolas Sarkozy has sent an opent etter to all the major French philatelic publicatio ns
in which he expresses a passion for stamps and phil ately.

He also shows concern that 85% of French businesses do not use stamps, and has asked La Poste to
produce at least 30% of its stamps by the copper pl  ate line-engraved printing process by 2009.

The full translated text of his letter follows:
Dear Friends in Philately,

| share with you a passion for stamps and philately . | have followed this hobby since childhood - it i s an
opening to the world, to history and to great event S.

| understand that many of you are harbouring anxiet vy facing a revolution in French philately. | unders  tand
these worries: 85% of the mail is sent out by busin  esses which rarely use stamps and more and more
French people use email, texts and the mobile phone

| think that the stamp can and must bring, among th ese changes, an artistic view, human and creative
which illuminates the simple act of sticking a stam p on a letter.

| remain persuaded that philately will hold its pla ce if stamps retain their social and economic usefu Iness,
linked to the carriage of a letter, its beauty and its rarity

On condition that philately knows how to adapt to t he culture of the 21st century.

This double challenge we can and must face together in a new philatelic ambition. It is why | have ask  ed
la Poste to undertake two courses of action. Firstl y, | want it to resolutely follow the rise in numbe r of
stamps printed by copper plate line engraving in or der to reach 30% of stamps printed in this technolo ay
by 2009.

Secondly | propose that La Poste organises a sort o f philatelic gathering with the aim of engaging in
debate with the philatelic world. This would in par ticular define precisely on the one hand what must be
part of the philatelic programme which is governed by a ministerial decree, and on the other hand what is
merely an ordinary stamp without any institutional character such as stamps bearing the message 'Best
Wishes',

Philately is our leisure, it is also a world of art ists, engravers, printers. | wish to pay them homag e for
illustrating often abstract subjects, creating each stamp as an original work of art on such a tiny su rface,
brings forth true talent.

Today | speak directly to you because | think basic  ally that stamps and the collecting of stamps are
promised a good future ahead that we can discovert  ogether.

Latest News - Investors stick their money on stamps

Stamps are joining wine and art as popular investme  nts among the well-heeled. While schoolboy albums
may largely be a thing of the past these days, boom ing sales of rare stamps have helped Stanley
Gibbons, the philately specialist, see profits leap by a third to £3.75 million.

Paul Fraser, the company's chairman, said: "All for ms of collectables are experiencing a revaluation a s
well as an understanding by collectors as to true r arity and scarcity. "The demand for high value qual ity
stamps remains extremely strong across the world."



Stanley Gibbons, which also reported a rise in sale s of nearly a quarter yesterday, celebrated its 150 th
anniversary last year and has grown to become one o f the world's largest stamp cataloguing companies
since its foundation by a Plymouth chemist's 16-yea r-old son. The business was created at the heighto  f
the first collecting craze and is the oldest to hav e continually specialised upon stamps.

Stamp albums began to be printed in the 1880s, just 40 years after Sir Rowland Hill issued the first
postage stamp, the Penny Black.

Today's market is prospering despite being rocked b y a scandal last year when two allegedly fraudulent
stamp investment schemes in Spain saw 350,000 peopl e lose money. The two companies, Forum
Filatelico and Afinsa, have both since been declare  d bankrupt.

The rising interest in stamps among investors has a Iso been helped by an increase in sales over the
internet, which rose by nine per cent last year.

However, the pastime has not always proved universa Ily popular. The writer, George Orwell, once
described stamp collectors as "a strange, silent, f ish-like breed, of all ages, but only of the male s  ex;
women, apparently, fail to see the peculiar charm o f gumming bits of coloured paper into aloums".

Latest News - Thief's £100,000 stamp collection on eBay

One of Britain's leading philatelists is to put his stamp collection on eBay to pay back £70,000 he
plundered from church funds.

Derek Klein, one of the country's top five stamp de  alers, is to sell his 100,000-strong collection of first
day covers, including stamps marking George V's sil ver jubilee, George Vl's silver wedding and
England's 1966 World Cup victory.

Klein, an accountant, suggested putting the collect ion on the internet site after admitting stealing £ 70,000
from two parishes in Norfolk over a period of more than 20 years.

Judge Peter Jacobs, at Norwich Crown Court, origina lly wanted to confiscate and auction the collection ,
which also includes a stamp commemorating Sir Alec Guinness's Oscar-winning performance in The
Bridge On the River Kwai.

But Klein, 53, informed the judge that a convention al sale would fetch a fraction of the money that wo uld
be accrued from putting the items on the internet.

An auction of the entire stock, which weighs around three tons, would have struggled to make £25,000
whereas an eBay sale could reach £100,000, the cour t heard.

Klein stole £57,000 from the 15th century St Andrew 's Church in Bacton and £13,000 from St Peter's
Church in nearby Ridlington.

After hearing of Klein's standing as a stamp collec tor, Judge Jacobs said he would allow the eBay sale to
go ahead.

Klein, a former church treasurer, has already spent 16 months in jail for siphoning off church donatio ns
and money raised at fétes. He took the money to fee  d an internet gambling addiction and his obsession
with stamps.

Judge Jacobs said that the eBay option would give K lein an incentive to achieve the best price and
would ensure that the churches received their money in full. The judge warned Klein that failure to pa vy
compensation would result in two years in jail. "If Mr Klein attempts to rip us off that sentence will be the
least of his worries," Judge Jacobs said.

"He will face charges for contempt and dishonesty a nd he will be spending much more time behind
bars."

“Errors and Varieties” was the title of an entertai ning display given by our visiting speaker Adrian J ones
in April, and there was something to interest every stamp collector.



Because postage stamps have monetary value when sol  d over a post office counter, their production has

to be carefully controlled to ensure that high stan dards are maintained and the stamps are fit for the ir
intended purpose. Rarely do errors occur, and even more rarely do those errors reach the general publi  c.
It can happen, however. Occasionally there is a bre  ach of security at the printers with “printer's was te”
reaching the philatelic market, while at other time s a flawed sheet of stamps escapes the checker’s
notice and is sold to the public.

Our speaker showed a dazzling display of all types of error from around the world. There were stamps
with colours missing, some that were mis-perforated and some with no perforations at all. Closer to
home, when in 1980 the British Post Office produced a set of stamps to commemorate famous women
novelists, one of the 12p stamps in each sheet of 1 00 was printed without the letter “p” after the val ue.

These days some of the older and more spectacular e rrors fetch high prices, but our speaker also
demonstrated that many lesser varieties may be foun d with a keen eye and very little expenditure at al  |.
By examining the ordinary mail that drops on one’s own doormat, or by sorting through inexpensive
“kiloware” (used stamps sold in bulk), many variati ons in shades, postmarks and usage may be found.
Other examples shown included mail that had been sc  reened for explosives during national security
alerts, and even some “Second Class Air Mail” origi nating from Kenya. (It was described as “Second
Class” because it only went by air if there was roo m on the plane!)

Thematic collecting.

Thematic collections are nowadays rather popular an d because it is very easy to find a lot of material
regarding the subject preferred, collectors are the refore more attracted to this facet of philately al  so
because they have a vast choice in purchasing only what they like. For example they are not obliged to
buy issues from any specific country, like the one country collection collectors, and therefore it eas y to
avoid not only purely philatelic issues or speculat ive stamps but particularly the so called "wall pap er
issues". On the other hand you can include in the ¢ ollection but in moderation, also other aspect of
philately like for example Cinderella and Revenues items as well.

This article will aim to provide a very interesting view and how you can build up a thematic collectio n
with a strong link to your preferred country or cou ntries that you are also collecting at the same tim e.
This can be regarded initially as a sideline collec  tion that eventually in time will grow and develop with

surprising results and at the same time will provid e you with constant interest when you compare with
one country collection that can became eventually s tagnant.

General speaking many of us are interested in colle cting stamps from Southern Africa and this
immediately give you the opportunity to collect for example Flowers, Fishes, Precious Stones, Trees,
Reptiles, Dinosaurs, Fossils, Trains, Mammals and s 0 on. The Union of South Africa, South West Africa,
Namibia, Rhodesia, Zimbabwe and RSA, to mention few , are without any doubt countries that they can be

not only very interesting and attractive to collect in a thematic way, but as well very educational in a
world that we are killing with all sort of pollutio n and that is seriously affecting all our environme nt.

If you quickly browse through any catalogue you wil | notice that possibly many issues, printed over th e
years, are regarding Fauna simply because Africa is one of the richest continent with still a great
varieties of species. Lets for example take the Mam  malian class, with about 4000 species living today,
will provide you with an enormous amount of postage stamps, cancellations, miniature-sheets, booklets,
revenue stamps, Cinderella issues, postal stationar y, maxi-cards and mechanical cancellations. Even in
watermarks, like for example the Springbok's head u  sed for postage and revenue stamps of the Union of
South Africa can be a useful addition to the collec  tion showing the single or multiple one in the vari ous
positions adopted over the years.

The 1/2d value issued in 1926 depicting the well kn  own springbok head and the 1/- value depicting the
blue wildebeest issued in 1927 by the Union of Sout  h Africa, can be a good start with all the addition  al
printings and varieties in mint or used condition a nd as well on covers. Varieties, essays and colour trials
can be also a significant addition to any kind of t hematic collection.

Commercial covers are useful because they will give a better balance to the collection, as this willh  elp
you not to shows too many pages with just stamps on . These two values and subsequently issues, were
also overprinted initially in red colour over two | ines "CUSTOMS/DUTY" and as well, later "DUANE" in
black. These special stamps were used on packets fr ~om overseas containing printed matters. After



assessing the duty and pre-pay it, stamps with such overprinting were therefore used for this specific
purpose. These overprinted issues were only obtaina  ble at the Office of the High Commissioner of the

Union of South Africa of London although were also available from Paris (France) and Cleveland (USA).
From the 1954 definitive issue, also the warthog, t  he wildebeest and the zebra were overprinted in bla  ck
"DUANE" an internationally acceptable wording which obviated the necessity for bilingual overprinting.

The Province of Natal up to the early republican pe riod also depicted the wildebeest for a set of
Entertainments Duty stamps that were issued to coll ect tax on cinemas tickets. The earliest year
recorded for these issues is 1918, while the last o0 ne is 1961. Imperforated plate proof in issued colo  urs
from the 1929 issue can enhance the collection. As a point of interest, the design used for the postag e
stamp, the 1/- value of the Union is remarkably sim ilar to the much earlier provincial entertainment d uty
issue.

Besides the 1954 definitive issue of postage stamps that was formed by fourteen values, the National
Park Board, issued in 1936 as Tourist Propaganda la bels the so called "Zoo Stamps" in sheets of 8
values depicting indigenous mammals. This very attr active issue was designed by F. Ullman and printed

by the Government Printer of Pretoria. Interestingl  y, some First Day Covers issued in 1954 have in bla  ck
and white the reproduction on the FDC in a much sma ller size of the Zoo Stamp issue as well. Another
eight values were again printed on watermark coats of arms between 1959 and 1961.

Some of the latter issue were printed again togethe  r with additional values in 1961 but now showing th e
decimal currency, as South Africa became a Republic . In 1930 a bilingual revenue stamp of l/2d
perforated through the middle, depicting a cow, was issued to collect levy on Farm Dairy Butter. Reven  ue
stamps of the 1913 and as well 1931 issues of the U nion of South Africa are also found overprinted in
black sideway and over three lines "FEE FOR/ADDITIO NAL/STOCK". These were used on farmer's
requests to allowed 10 extra head cattle to graze 0 n Crown Land as per Act dated October 1912.

The Veldtrust set, formed by 24 labels, and issued in three different booklets has also some labels wi th
mammals too. Southern Rhodesia in the 1950's issued a number of Christmas Lottery tickets that are
very attractive. The design chosen to print the 189 5 Revenue Tati Concession (Bechuanaland) set of six
values shows the Elephant, the largest land mammal, can be of course a lovely addition too.

The 1977 issue of RAPT labels from Rhodesia showing African mammals was issued to collect funds for

tuberculosis. The lovely miniature sheet from SWA i ssued in 1980 "The Sea must live" encapsulate with
six postage stamps not only the beauty and the grac e but as well how precarious were the Cetaceans
and again in the same year the long and attractive third definitive issue of indigenous mammals.

Collectors often seek homelands values used on genu ine commercial covers because | suppose besides
been not easy to come by, also to shows and prove t  he point that they were not just issued for the
philatelic market only.

Land mammals such antelopes, hippopotamuses, camels , pigs and deers are from of the order of the
Artiodactyla because they have a principal pair of toes equally developed on each foot but the
Perissodactyls like for example horses, zebras, ass  es, tapirs and rhinoceroses have just one centralt  oe
which is stronger then the rest. All these plant-ea  ting mammals can be divided accordingly on pages
making in this way a proper scientific study.

To avoid misunderstanding for common names, every a nimal and plant has a scientific name based in
the Latin language. A very good example could be th e 1993 RSA sixth definitive issue that has the Lati n
name printed at the bottom of the vignette, while i n later printings is in the English language only. Each
scientific name is composed of two parts - the genu s name and the species name. A genus can be
composed of many species, all of which are closely related. This can be very useful because through th s
natural classification it is possible to shows the relationship between mammals and the probable cours e
of their evolution.

Stamp wise the mammalian order Carmvora and Herbivo  ra is very well represented and one has only the

difficulty to choose the most desirable item/s for his/her collection. Because every year we are faced by a
great number of issues it will be wise to reduce th e quantity simply buying only from countries were t he
mammal in question is still living. In doing so you will be able to manage your spending and therefore

hopefully you will be able to purchase not only mod ern sets but as well some of the early too.

Generally speaking mint values may be preferred but used one are as much acceptable provide that the
cancellations do not obscure the vignettes. Avoid m ounting used and mint copies on the same page if
you decided to enter in a National Stamp Exhibition and to learn how to gain the best results it is



suggested to read about thematic collecting and exh ibiting. On the first page of the collection, besid e the
"Title" briefly give an introduction and make sure to put on this sheet some philatelic material too.

If your writing up is a bit too long making the top section of the first page a bit heavy, then you ca n
divided it thanks to the stamps or cover that you w ill use as a divider and therefore now some of the
writing up can be placed below the stamps or cover making now the page well balanced. Remember that

is not necessary to buy a full set but having just the top values should be more then enough particula rly
if the vignette is the same one throughout the issu e.

The Big Five are also very popular issues like also postal stationary commercially used and early post al
cancellations from National Parks. Remember that it is important not to collect only modern sets and
First Day Covers, but also early material because w il help not only blending your collection but also
making it more attractive and interesting to viewer S.

| can carry on in listing hundred of sets about thi s facet but this will defeat the object and will ta ke away
the pleasure to those that are really interested. 1 n philately the real treasure is to gain as much as
possible knowledge by reading magazines, books, cat  alogues, auction catalogues together with a
membership to a philatelic club/s where you will fi nd out that been and taking part to our hobby is al ways
of mutual benefit.

Collecting any thematic subject will give pleasure and more understanding in how much challenging can
be in build up such collections. Don't take my word s, just try and let me know. You will also experien  ce

how important is in presenting a collection accordi ng to the criteria used in the philatelic world and this
challenge is simply one of the main difference betw een a philatelist and a stamp collector. Happy hunt  ing!
