Hollywood star Bette Davis is featured on a new US postage stamp 
commemorating the 100th anniversary of her birth. T he 42-cent 
stamp features a portrait of the actress as she app eared in the 1950 
film All About Eve.  
 
According to her son Michael Merrill, the Oscar-win ning icon - who 
died in 1989 at the age of 81 - would have been "tr emendously 
thrilled" by the honour. Born Ruth Elizabeth Davis,  her many films 
include The Letter, Dark Victory, The Little Foxes and Now, 
Voyager.  
 
Davis was Oscar-nominated for all those films, with  further best 
actress citations coming for All About Eve, What Ev er Happened to 
Baby Jane?, The Star and Mr Skeffington. Her name w as also 
added to the ballot in 1935 for her breakthrough pe rformance in On 
Human Bondage.  
 
The actress won two best actress Oscars from her 11  nominations - 
for Dangerous in 1936 and Jezebel in 1939.  
 
Davis, who was married four times and had three chi ldren, chose 
"She did it the hard way" for an epitaph. "It isn't  that she was 
complaining but that she had persevered," Merrill t old the  
Associated Press.

Royal Mail criticised for stamp honouring 'racist' Marie Stopes  
 
Royal Mail has been criticised for releasing a stam p honouring 
Marie Stopes, the birth control pioneer who is accu sed of being 
a racist and a Nazi sympathiser.  
 
Stopes, who is best known for opening Britain's fir st family 
planning clinic in 1921, will feature on the new 50 p stamp as part 
of a commemorative series celebrating women of achi evement.  
 
Others honoured with black and white photographs in  the new 
release include the Labour cabinet minister Barbara  Castle, for 
her work promoting equal pay, Elizabeth Garrett And erson, the 



first British woman to qualify as a doctor, and her  sister the women's rights campaigner Millicent Gar rett 
Fawcett.  
 
To her supporters Stopes, who has a sexual health c harity now working in 40 countries named after her,  
helped liberate women and transform society with he r campaigning in favour of family planning.  
 
But Stopes, who died in 1958, was also a supporter of eugenics, the pseudo-scientific theories which 
promoted sterilisation of diseased or weak people t o "perfect" the race, which was openly promoted by 
the Nazis in Germany.  
 
She is also said to have been a supporter of Adolf Hitler, even sending a book of her poems to the Naz i 
dictator on the eve of the Second World War, enclos ed with a warm letter declaring: "Dear Herr Hitler,  
Love is the greatest thing in the world." In 1935 s he attended a conference in Berlin to promote 
"population science".  
 
She openly advocated sterilisation of those deemed "unfit for parenthood" including those who were ill  
or suffered alcohol problems as early as 1919. She called for this to be compulsory in her book Radian t 
Motherhood.  
 
Last month Father Ray Blake, priest of the Catholic  church of St Mary Magdalen in Brighton, announced 
that any letters arriving at the parish bearing sta mps commemorating Stopes would be returned to 
sender. He called on others, including Jewish group s, to follow suit.  
 
The move was also criticised by the Rev Peter Mulle n who said: "She campaigned to have the poor, the 
sick and people of mixed race sterilised."  
 
Juliette Edgar, head of special stamps at the Royal  Mail, said: "These stamps commemorate six unique 
individuals whose dedicated work not only changed t he lives of other women, but society as a whole."

Union Castle Line and the Cape Mail Run  
 
The following article was included in amongst a bat ch of assorted material that I purchased some time 
ago and so therefore no attribution can be given to  the original author.  Reading it through indicates  that 
it was written some time ago and so some of the fac ts are no longer valid.  I would suggest that it wa s 
probably written to accompany a display given to a philatelic society.

“South with Cape Mails”  
 
“In the month of August 1487, Bartholomew Diaz, Rec eiver of Customs, at the port of Lisbon, set sail 
from the Tagus on that epic voyage of discovery tha t was to open a sea-route to India, and thereby 
pioneered the historic seaway to South Africa.  Ten  years later he was succeeded by Vasco da Gama, 
who explored the south-east coast of the ‘Dark cont inent’ before crossing the Indian Ocean.  In the 
course of the ensuing century, these intrepid navig ators were followed by countless others, English, 
Portugese and the Dutch, to whom the haven of Table  Bay marked the turning point round the Cape.   
 
Thus from the earliest days, the sight of modern Ca pe Town was place of great importance.  This 
importance was enhanced after the foundation of the  English and Dutch East India Companies, in 1600 
and 1602 respectively, and in 1652, the Dutch gover nment despatched Johann van Riebeck to effect the 
first settlement at the Cape.  Thereafter, Table Ba y became an increasing rendezvous for the ships of the 
nation, a meeting place to re-store ships, to hear the gossip of the seven seas and, above all, to rec eive 
and despatch correspondence. 
 
As early as the year 1619,it became the practice on  the part pf English crews, outward bound to India,  to 
leave mail under large stones at the Cape.  These s tones are now called ‘Saldhana Stones’,  and from 
whence, the mail was retrieved as ships called ther e on the homeward voyage.  The first post office wa s 
established at Cape Town in 1791 during the period of Dutch occupation, and the postal service, thus 
inaugurated, was continued and expanded by the Brit ish after their second and final occupation in 1805 ., 
Conveyance of mail was undertaken by any vessel put ting in at the Cape, under the-old ship and packet 



letter system, a haphazard arrangement that continu ed until mid-18th Century when ocean travel was 
revolutionised by the coming of the steamship. 
 
Thereafter a new chapter opened in the history of t he mail-route to the Cape, a chapter that is bound up 
with the story of one of the greatest ocean  mail-c arriers, the famous ‘UNION CASTLE LINE’.  In 1857, the 
British government offered a contract for the carri age of the Cape mail, and this was awarded to the 
comparatively small ‘UNION STEAMSHIP Co.Ltd.’  For an annual subsidy of £30,000, the company agreed 
to provide monthly sailings to the Cape, to be acco mplished within 42 days and in vessels of not less 
than 550 tons burthen.  A subsidy that was later in creased by £5,000, the following year and to includ e 
calls at Ascension and St,.Helena.   
 
On 15th September 1857, therefore only 3 days after  signing the contract, the ‘DARE’ (530 tons), beari ng 
the proud prefix,’RMS’ (Royal Mail Ship’), left the  Solent.  She carried only 4 passengers but in her hold 
was the precious Cape mail.  Thus, almost precisely  370 years\ after the epic voyage of Diaz, and in t he 
vessel only four time the size of the pioneers’ fir st  sailing ship mail left England on this classic route, a 
voyage that was to mark the entry of the UNION LINE  into the ranks of the world’s greatest ocean-mail 
companies. 
 
The service was maintained until 1860 by the vessel s: ‘DANE’, ‘CELT’, ‘NORMAN’, ‘PHOEBE’ and 
‘ATHENS’, but it is in that year the ‘CAMBRIAN’ joi ned the fleet.  The first UNION vessel to exceed 1, 000 
yons, the first to be built especially for the ‘Cap e Mail Route’.  In 1863 the mail contract was exten ded for 
a further 7 years and the company established a coa stal service between Cape Town and Durban.  Direct 
mail service from England was extended to Port Eliz abeth in 1864; East London in 1876 and Durban in 
1887, meanwhile a twice monthly service to cape Tow n had been inaugurated in 1868.   
 
Intercolonial service had been maintained between C ape Town and Mauritius 1864-68 and, in connection 
with the British government, attempts were made to suppress the slave-trade between Zanzibar and\ 
Durban,1873-81.  The Mauritius service linked the C ape with the overland route between England and 
Australia, the overland Cape mail, inaugurated in 1 864, was conveyed a by a vessel of the UNION LINE, 
leaving Cape Town each month and connecting at Maur itius with the  P & O steamer bound from 
Australia to Suez, the Australia mail of that perio d, prior to the opening of the Suez Canal, was bein g 
carried overland from Suez to Alexandria.  This arr angement allowed of a more frequent service from an d 
to the Cape, but was abandoned when the twice-month ly direct mail to Cape Town commenced in 1868. 
 
Six\years prior to this date, Mr (later Sir ) Donal d Currie, formerly with the CUNARD LINE, set-up in 
business of his own account, as a ship-owner under the title, DONALD CURRIE LINE.  After 10 years of 
experience in the Indian trade, he replaced his sai ling vessels with steam ships, the ‘PIONEER CASTLE’ , 
‘EDINBURGH’, ’DOVER’, ‘WALMER’ and ‘WINDSOR’, and h e entered into competition on the Cape route, 
even of greater importance, owing to the developmen t of the new South African diamond fields, whilst 
the ‘Castle’ ships were under construction,  
 
Currie ran the ‘IRELAND’, ‘GOTHLAND’ and ‘PENGUIN’ on the cape service and later based his ships on 
London with a call at Dartmouth on the outward voya ge.  The CASTLE LINE amplified its British mail 
contracts on one historic occasion whe the ‘DUNROBI N CASTLE’ carried mail to St Vincent, then the limi t 
of the western telegraph , the tragic news of the B ritish defeat disaster at Isandlwana in the Zulu Wa r of 
1879 and thus enabled an urgent call to be sent hom e for reinforcements. 
 
Between 1873 and 1876, the government of Cape Colon y granted to the CASTLE LINE, the contract for 
carrying the mail to Britain on condition that it w ould convey the mails for 4d / oz. as against 1/- p ayable 
to the UNION LINE but when this was renewed in 1187 6, it was shared equally between the two 
companies an arrangement that continued until the t wo concerns amalgamated in 1900. 
 
From 1876 onwards a weekly mail was despatched to t he Cape, carried alternately  by the two Lines.  It  
was then practice to pay a premium under the mail c ontracts of so much per hour to any vessel 
completeing the voyage under schedule time.  This l ead to considerable rivalry between the companies 
but resulted in so much uncertainty as to the time of arrival of the mails, that the premiums were 
eventually abolished in 1888.   
 
Two outstanding rivals during the closing years of the 19th century were, ‘SCOTT’ (UNION LINE) and 
‘DUNNOTTAR CASTLE’ (CASTLE LINE), both of which set  up new records at various times.  In February 
1900, the two rival concerns joined forces and beca me the modern UNION CASTLE STEAM SHIP Co. Ltd., 
and the subsequent construction programme was respo nsible for some of the most famous mail vessels 
of this era.  Included amongst them were: ‘ARUNDEL’ ; ‘WINDSOR’; ‘CAERNARFON’; ‘CAPE TOWN’; 
‘STIRLING’ and ‘ATHLONE’ CASTLES. 



 
In 1936, a new mail contract was entered into with the South African government, under which, the 
scheduled time of the voyage between Cape Town and Southampton be reduced to 14 days.

A contract inaugurated in that year by the ‘STIRLIN G’ and 
‘ATHLONE’ CASTLES.  The vessels of the line took a prominent part 
in WW II, mainly as troopships and as auxiliary cru isers.  15 were 
lost, including some of the best known mail vessels ; ie, the 
‘DUNBAR’; ‘WARWICK’; ‘EDINBURGH’; ‘DUNVEGAN’ ;’LLAN DAFF’ 
and ‘GLOUCESTER CASTLES. 
 
Toward the end of hostilities, March 1945, a new ma il contract was 
concluded with the government of South Africa and w hich became 
operative from January 1947 and was to last for 10 years.  Under the 
terms of tnhis, the Line agreed toprovide a weekly m,ail service 
between Cape Town and Southampton aand as a result,  two new 
vessels were constructed; ‘PRETORIA’ and ‘EDINBURGH ’ CASTLES, 
launched in August 15th and October 15th, 1947 resp ectively.  Both 
are in service along with the re-converted ‘CAPE TO WN’; ‘ATHLONE’ 
and ‘STIRLING’ CASTLES. 
 
Early covers on the Cape route often bore manuscrip t 
endorsemenrts showing the vessels in which they wer e carried and  
in modern times, the name of the vessel is stamped on letters 
posted on-board.  A selection these makes an intere sting display 
and invariably brings the romance of the sea to the  album  pages.”

October Meeting  
 
The guest speaker at our October meeting displayed an aspect of Great Britain’s philately that is not 
often seen and rather unusual. 
 
The earliest experimental coin-operated postage sta mp vending 
machines appeared in the Edwardian era. They dispen sed stamps 
from rolls made up by splitting sheet stamps into s trips and 
joining them by their gummed margins, invariably ma de up by the 
promoters of the machines themselves. 
 
In 1913 the Post Office began issuing rolls of stam ps 
manufactured by the stamp printers. The beginning o f each roll 
included a specially printed header strip of postag e stamp width 
that fulfilled a two-fold purpose. 
 
Firstly, it enabled the post office employee to fee d the stamps 
through the various rollers into the correct positi on for 
dispensing. 
 
Secondly, it provided identification such as the st amp 
denomination, quantity per roll, total roll value a nd printer’s 
control information. 
 
These header strips were attached to the first stam p of each roll by 
its own gum, and were discarded once the new roll h ad been 
successfully inserted into the machine

In addition to the replenishment of vending machine s, postage stamps in roll form soon became popular 
with companies sending a high volume of mail. Howev er, when complete rolls were purchased over the 
counter, the Post Office added a handling charge, t ypically 1d for coils of 500 and 2d for coils of 10 00. 
 



Our speaker displayed a remarkable collection of co il headers covering the earliest period up to the 
decimalisation in 1971. The display was the result of some years of careful study and research. Includ ed 
was a complete roll of the Mackennal (profile) head  halfpenny issue of 1913, plus headers from the 
experimental graphite line issues of 1957 to 1959. 
 
Although most coils comprised the normal definitive  issues, coils were also issued of the special stam ps 
issued in 1957 to mark the World Scout Jubilee Jamb oree held at Sutton Coldfield. Also shown were 
special labels produced for machine testing; in the se the sovereign’s head was replaced by a simple 
coloured oval which gave them their philatelic nick name of “poached eggs”.

New Zealand Coil Problems  
 
At the October meeting of the Society our guest dis played a cover which demonstrated some of the 
frustrations in obtaining stamps from coin in the s lot machines. He showed a cover bearing a piece of 
coil leader which is what the machine dispensed whe n he put his coins into the machine. I have a cover  
which illustrates that problems with getting stamps  from such machines were not unique to the UK. 
 
The letter illustrated was posted in New Zealand in  1976, from Lower Hutt to Wellington. It was clearl y the 
intention of the sender to purchase four 2 cent sta mps from the 'coin in the slot' machine, at his loc al 
post office, as payment of the 8 cents postage. His  first 4 cents failed to deliver any stamps and his  next 
4 cents, apparently with some difficulty judging by  the damage to the stamps on the cover, produced tw o 
2 cent stamps which were added to the envelope. 
 

Unwilling or unable to purchase any 
more stamps from the machine the 
sender has drawn a 4 cent 'stamp' 
in place of the two missing stamps. 
 
Trusting to the goodwill of the Post 
Office the sender has then written 
on the front of the envelope:- 
 
"Mr Postmaster Please find the 
other 4c in your stamp machine. My 
1st 4c gave no stamps. My second 
4c gave the above. Thank you N. R. 
Thomson" 

 
His faith was clearly well placed as the letter was  apparently delivered without any surcharge.
