Constantinople to Istanbul — A Change of Name

In the West the city at the furthest southeast extr ~ emity of Europe was always known as Constantinople until
the 1920’s and by the Christian communities in East  ern Europe as Constantinopolis or a very similar wo rd.
As this was rather a long name, the local Greeks us ed the abbreviated Stanpol or corrupted Stampol in

everyday speech. When the Turks conquered the city in 1453, they continued to use the same name in
everyday speech. However “st” is not pronounceable in Turkish and so they put an “i” before the “st” and
with corruption of the “p” to “b” and “0” to “u”, t hey came to use the name Istanbul in everyday speec  h.

Note the Turkish language was written in Arabic let  ters until the 1920’s.

In official Ottoman circles and for addressing lett ers, the name Der Aliye (Sublime Place) was used al most
without exception until the 1870's when Der Saadet (Prosperous Place), a name with less religious
overtones, began to be used also. Istanbul begant o0 appear in official circles after the Balkan Wars and
was universally adopted during the latter parts of World War |, when Turkish nationalism turned agains  t the
Arabic derived Der Saadet. Finally in 1928, the La tin alphabet replaced the Arabic alphabet which was ill
suited to Turkish because of its paucity of vowel | etters.

The use of these various names is reflected in post marks. The earliest marks always used Der Aliye,
followed about 1870 by Der Saadet. Istanbul made i ts first appearance on a postmark in 1913. Because
Latin script using French had to be used on interna tional mail, the Turks introduced bilingual postmar ks
(Turkish in Arabic script and French) in Istanbul i n the 1860'’s but used the French spelling of Stambo  ul on
bilingual marks. The word Constantinople did appea r on some French only postmarks used only for
foreign mail. Bi-alphabetical (Arabic and Latin) T  urkish postage stamps appeared in 1926 and Latin
alphabet stamps and postmarks in 1929. However so me Arabic alphabet postal stationery items and
charity stamps printed before 1929 continued to be used up until World War 1.

My earliest postal item with the word Istanbul is a postal tatar's (messenger) consignment note dated 31
mayis 66 (= 12 June 1850 Gregorian) where the posta | clerk in Ankara has written Istanbul instead of t he
normal De Aliye. See circled word in partial copy below.



On pre-philatelic letters negative undated postmark s such as the one shown below for Der Aliye were us  ed.

A more common Der Aliye postmark with numerous vari ants used on stamped mail after 1865 is shown
left below, whilst a variety of the Der Saadet mark s used from the 1870’s is shown right below.

Initial bilingual marks in Istanbul were used only as receiving date stamps on the reverse of letters. An
example of Der Aliye / Stamboul is shown left below and an example of Der Saadet / Stamboul right belo  w.

French only marks used a dated Constantinople (left below) or later an undated Stamboul (right below):

Towards the end of the 19th century there were many Turkish only and bilingual undated Der Saadet
postmarks such as:

At the beginning of the 20th century Der Saadet / S  tamboul postmarks, Turkish only, French only and
bilingual, with a bridge containing the date appear such as:



The first postmark to contain the word Istanbul (on ly in Turkish) in this case combined with the Frenc h
Constantinople rather than Stamboul was a machine ¢ ancel introduced in 1913, but this was only used as
a backstamp.

Other Istanbul postmarks either in Turkish alone or bilingual using Stamboul also appeared in 1913 and
subsequent years. Many of these marks continued to be used until after the Republic was declared in
1923. Similar bilingual marks but with larger numb ers such as Istanbul 11 were introduced in the earl vy
1920’s. Representative marks are shown below:

Finally in the autumn of 1929, all the old postmark s were retired and only Latin alphabet postmarks we re
used. Thus the name Stamboul disappeared and only | stanbul was from then used on postmarks.

Lewis Hamilton steps off the podium and on to the p ostage stamp

The Royal Mail is planning to honour Lewis Hamilton 's Formula One triumph with a commemorative set of
stamps, The Times has learnt. They are expected to  be issued in the new year and mark a huge accolade

for the youngest driver to win the world championsh ip.
The move is highly unusual not least because Royal Mail's release schedule for its 2009 stamps has
already been drawn up. It will also mark a further relaxation of Royal Mail's policy of not featuring living

nonroyalty on stamps unless they are part of a larg er group, such as England’s Ashes-winning cricketer S.

Since then, however, a number of living actors, inc  luding Dora Bryan and Christopher Lee, have appeare d
on commemorative issues. A spokesman for Royal Mail insisted that no decision had yet been taken on
Hamilton. But he admitted: “It is certainly an idea which is under consideration.”

Royal Mail receives about 3,000 suggestions every y ear from members of the public with ideas for
commemorative stamps. More recently, it has been ma  king efforts to attract younger fans to stamp
collecting. Last year, it issued a series of seven stamps depicting the covers of each of J. K. Rowlin g’s
Harry Potter series of novels, while other recent r eleases have featured the Beatles and James Bond.

However, Royal Mail has also attracted criticism fr ~om some quarters by resisting demand to launch a
series of stamps commemorating Britain's war dead. Britain’s official war artist for Iraq, Steve McQue  en,
has asked Gordon Brown to put pressure on Royal Mai | to issue stamps featuring British troops killed i n
the conflict. McQueen has won support for the idea from many of the families of soldiers who have been
killed.

November Meeting

For our November meeting we welcomed a guest speake  r who gave a magnificent display of the postage
stamps issued by Canada between 1927 and 1937.

This was a period when stamps were recess-printed
from engravings made by highly skilled craftsmen.
This production method, coupled with a desire to
publicise the history and beauty of the country,
resulted in some issues that are now considered to
classics of their kind.

But it was not just a simple display of postage
stamps. Most were on their original covers
(envelopes), showing each value’'s correct postal
use. Many stamps were accompanied by
photographs showing the scenes reproduced by
the engravers.

There were some unusual items, too. One envelope
was stamped with the cachet “An opening in your

door would speed delivery”, presumably because
the house had no letterbox. Another was returned
marked “Mail to this address is prohibited”. This

was probably something improper, for example to
do with betting.

Among the stamps shown was this 50-cent value
issued in January 1929 to celebrate the Bluenose,
the Grand Banks fishing schooner that from 1921 to
1938 built a reputation that remains unsurpassed in
Canadian maritime history, winning outright the
International Fishermen’s Trophy. It is rightly
considered to be one of the world’'s finest stamp
designs.

Fittingly for November, the display closed with a
cover posted on board the SS Montrose, one of a
number of ships that in 1936 took pilgrims to
France for the dedication of the Canadian National
Memorial marking the battle at Vimy Ridge in April
1917.
