Rare stamp auctioned for £184,000

A rare US stamp which was mistakenly printed with a  n illustration of an upside down plane has been
sold for £184,000 at auction in Warwick. The 1918 | nverted Jenny is one of the icons of world stamp
collecting, auctioneers Warwick & Warwick said. Its eventual sale price, to an unnamed bidder, beatth e
£150,000 it was expected to fetch.

The stamp shows a Curtiss JN-4 - known as a Jenny - used for training pilots during World War I. One
hundred of the erroneous stamps went on sale in 191 8.

They were snapped up by a
stockbroker's clerk, William T
Robey, at a post office in
Washington DC, the
auctioneers said.

The error happened because
the stamp's two colours, red
for the frame and a blue central
image, were printed in two
separate operations.

Warwick & Warwick said Mr
Robey was keen on sending
first day covers to his friends
and went to buy several
examples of the 24 cent airmail
stamp.

When he saw a sheet of 100
stamps showing the aeroplane
upside down, he handed over
$24 and bought the whole lot.

By 1940 single stamps were changing hands at $4,100 (£2,912) and in 2007 two were sold which
achieved $825,000 (£585,910) and $850,000 (£603,665 ) before the addition of the buyer's premium,
Warwick & Warwick said.

Director Colin Such said that he felt it was "an ho  nour and a privilege" for the company to be selecte d
to auction such a rare and valuable stamp.

Wiltshire school putting their stamp on the world

Four years ago, 17 pupils and three members of staf  f from Dauntsey’s School, made the history books
by becoming the first ever school group to visit th e remote Himalayan kingdom of Bhutan.

A photograph of the pupils, taken during their six day trek in the

Jumolhari mountain region, with a stunning mountain backdrop, now
features on a stamp worth 10 ngultrum (the Bhutanes e national
currency).

The pupils were delighted to be able to visit this remote corner of the
world as visitor numbers are strictly limited and n ow in 2009 the
School is delighted that the Bhutanese have commemo rated this
memorable event in such a significant way.

But the school knew nothing of the stamp until the Head, Stewart
Roberts received a Christmas card last year: "Well | got a Christmas
card from Bhutan, | opened the card and it said Hap  py Christmas,
take a look at the stamp. Which | did and | was mos  t surprised. There
was Dauntsey’s School!"

But it doesn't stop there! On the other side of the world, Dauntsey’s
famous 56’ gaff pilot cutter (a tall ship) Jolie Br ise, which has been
sailed by Dauntsey’s pupils for over 30 years, ist o feature on an 85
cent stamp in Bermuda, due to be released in the sp  ring.

The stamp has been especially commissioned as part of the
Bermuda Isle's 400th anniversary celebrations. Joli e Brise was the
last ship under sail to carry the mail out of Bermu da and
subsequently holds a special place in Bermuda's his tory and is well
known on the islan’ds. Stewart Roberts said:

"The ship is no stranger to Bermuda, in 1932, the J  olie Brise not owned by Dauntsey’s School at the
time, was taking part in a race and helped to rescu e over 30 crew members from another ship, which

was on fire. And for that she was awarded the Blue Water Medal for the courage of her crew. So she
more than deserves to be on a stamp."

This summer several of Dauntsey’s pupils will take part in the Tall Ships’ Atlantic Challenge, coverin g
over 7,000 nautical miles across the Atlantic and i  n December this year, pupils will once again trekt o
Bhutan.

And as you can imagine Stewart Roberts and the pupi Is from the Dauntsey’s school are overjoyed at
their double sticky surprise:

"This is a real honour for us. It's unique. It is a great privilege that we should be the subject of t  wo
national stamps, a cause for celebration indeed. To be on one stamp is fantastic but two in the same
year is exceptional”

March Meeting

Today the situation in Zimbabwe is regularly report ed in the daily papers. The guest speaker at our
March meeting reminded us of the events, both polit  ically and philatelically, that occurred between 19 65
and 1980 and led to Robert Mugabe’s presidency.

As far back as 1923 Rhodesia had become a self-gove  rning colony. After World War 1l the Europeans in
Southern Rhodesia argued in favour of a powerful ec ~ onomic unit in central Africa, but the idea was
opposed by both Northern Rhodesia and Nyasaland bec  ause they believed they would become the
subservient partners. Nevertheless, after much nego  tiation, the Federation of Rhodesia and Nyasaland
came into existence in September 1953.

Despite its economic advantages and potential, the Federation was plagued with political differences
and, following a Royal Commission, it was dissolved at the end of 1963 with Nyasaland becoming
independent Malawi and Northern Rhodesia becoming i ndependent Zambia.

The political situation then reached an impasse bet  ween the governments of Southern Rhodesia (who
wanted independence within the Commonwealth) and th e United Kingdom.

This eventually led the Southern Rhodesian
government of lan Douglas Smith to declare a
Unilateral Declaration of Independence (UDI)
on 11 November 1965.

A 2/6d stamp was issued to mark the occasion,
but the British government under Harold
Wilson, together with a few other African
countries such as Malawi, Kenya and Zambia,
outlawed use of the stamp on incoming mail.

They also started an economic blockade to
bring Rhodesia to its knees.

Our speaker’s display told the full story of what h appened next. United Kingdom recipients of mail
bearing Southern Rhodesia stamps had to pay a surch  arge or refuse receipt.

The Smith government distributed propaganda
air-mail letters for Rhodesia citizens to send to
their families in the UK explaining their side of
the argument.

Mail posted in England had stickers applied
saying “Stop sanctions against Rhodesia” and
“Why strangle Rhodesia? They fought and died
for us in 1939-1945".

Stickers conveying similar messages were
used in the United States. Neighbouring
African countries received contingents of UK
troops to help guard their radio stations, while
the Royal Navy set up its Beira Patrol to stop
the incoming flow of oil. Meanwhile, mail
addressed to lan Smith had to be opened and
checked to ensure it was genuine.

Although Harold Wilson had predicted that the crisi s would “be over in months if not weeks”, the
Rhodesians were able to celebrate their Independenc e Day annually for the next 12 years. During this
period the UK'’s sanctions against mail from Rhodesi a petered out, but for some reason they received
fresh impetus on decimalisation.



This was the time of the postal strike in the UK, s o the enterprising Rhodesians organised for their U K
mail to be sent to Europe from where it was brought across the Channel and forwarded by the private
posts that operated during the strike.

Eventually in 1976 South Africa began to put pressu  re on Rhodesia to reach a settlement. This led to
talks, and in March 1978 agreement was reached for a multi-racial government. Rhodesia became
independent Zimbabwe in June 1979 and Robert Mugabe  became President.

Our speaker’s display told the whole story in stamp s, covers, cachets, stickers and letters. It was a
magnificent display and an enjoyable way to learna  bout an important episode in Africa’s history.

Guidelines for the conservation of philatelic mater ials

Not too often we find articles regarding the conser vation of philatelic items simply because the write r
should be an expert into this very important aspect . In the early nineties when | was involved with th e
Philatelic Society of Natal - Durban, South Africa, knowing the paper conservator, Ms Sian C. Perry, o f
the Local History Museum | organised for the Societ y a meeting to which a paper was produced for the
benefit of collectors.

| thought that this is still today a subject that w e need to know as often we come across to some
collections damaged because were not properly store d hence the reason to unearth these interesting
notes.

Internal forces of degradation:

Paper consists mainly of a thin layer of matted fib res. The quality and the acid content of the fibres are
closely related to the stability and longevity of t he sheet of paper. The best quality papers are made
from cotton or linen fibres. Many 19th century pape rs were made from ground wood pulp, from soft or
hard wood trees and therefore these become very aci  d in time. Many papers were often sized with alum
rosin or gelatine making now the paper acid, which will turn brown and then will start to brittle.

Oil based inks can often display a dark halo around the lettering but the worse of all is the Iron Gal |
inks. Papers written with this type of inks will be come extremely acid and brittle to such extent that will
"drop out" leaving a hole into the page.

External forces of degradation:

Environment - Relative humidity above 65% and tempe  ratures above 18 degree centigrade will result in
mould growth. Always keep your collections in the ¢ oolest part of the house, not forgetting that mould
thrives in static air, ensure that the air is not s tale and you need to keep air moving. Exposure to
daylight or artificial is a sure way of speeding up the deterioration of anything on paper, especially
papers and pigments with sensitive dyes.

Storage and mounting:

Album leaves should be lignin free, ideally made 10 0% cotton or linen. The pages should be between 6
to 8.5 Ph, and possibly free from reducible sulphur s, free from aluminium sulphate, (which can both
result in the formation of sulphuric acid with an i ncrease in R.H.). A good album should have a soft,
non-abrasive surface.

Plastic sleeves:

Plastic sleeves are ideal for protecting stamps in album, individually and for the whole page. Using t he
wrong type of plastic can result in the film becomi ng brittle and plasticisers (micro-parts) can migra te
into adjacent material soften and dissolving many t ypes of inks. The PVC's are the worst; upon
degradation they will emit acid vapours. Polystyren e and PVC album leaf protection will also trap
pollutant inside. So you should always remember the following checklist for plastic:



Free from chlorinated compounds.
Free from external plasticisers.
Free from solvent activity.

Have a non-abrasive surface.

Simple conservation treatment.

Surface cleaning - The removal of surface dirt can be done in several ways.
Clean with a soft brush, with a soft grated eraser or whole soft eraser.

Washing

Washing is an irreversible treatment and must be ca  refully considered. Washing may change paper
embossing, or remove important historic or forensic evidence from papers. Spot test should be
performed before washing with all the chemicals for use in the washing treatment. Damaged stamps for
example can be very useful for testing and as well for practicing until you are confident enough to st art

the washing or treatment.

Considerations before bleaching:

This may change the original colour of the paper as the composition of the paper itself may reactina n
undesirable way. Ask yourself firstly if the stain actually is bleachable and if the item will withsta ~ nd it.

Selecting the appropriate bleach:

Will there be a risk to the item or the user?

Some bleach will bubble the paper.

Is the bleach compatible with the object?

Is the bleach appropriate for this type of stain?

What result will it have on the paper type?

Can the item withstand aqueous treatments like for example de-acidification prior bleaching?
Can we bleach with aqueous solutions?

Can we wash out bleach?

Can we do the de-acidification after bleaching?

After treatment:

Is colour reversion is to occur?

Damage to fibres, media, colour balance and sizing.

Effects of residual bleaching chemicals continue to bleach.
Effect of high Ph on media and support.

In the Paper Conservation Studio generally speaking two different types of bleaches are used. Mainly
hydrogen peroxide (reagent/analar grade), which is diluted with deionised water and then adding
ammonium hydroxide, 1 to 3%, increases the Ph. Sodi um borohydride is also used, diluted with
deionised water to a 0.1 to 1% solution. It is impo  rtant always first to neutralise the acid in the pa  per
and this can be done by applying magnesium or a cal cium salt.

While there are still many rules to adhere to when using these or any other types of bleaches, certain
types will destroy a particular type of papers and even decolourise pigments. Bleaches cannot be used
where there are heavy metals present in the paper. If the bleach is not washed out properly the stain
can return in as little as six months, or the area bleached will turn yellow.

| am sure that many of these chemicals and technica | words are possibly unknown to the majority of us

as they are used professionally for the conservatio n of very important and old documents. Before you
buy any kind of solutions or chemicals, perhaps it worthwhile to ask more advices to professionals in
this field as too often shop assistants interested only in our money will tell us that it is all right to use
the chemicals in which we may be interested in purc hasing.

Remember always to read twice the instruction befor e you start your cleaning and to test always the
solution. Appropriate good quality albums and plast ic sheets are of paramount importance as, of
course, prevention is really the best thing that we can do.
