Victorian Bushfires Relief - Charity Auction from P restige Philately Raises $120,000  
 
Saturday 7th February - "Black Saturday" - is a day  that will be forever etched in the consciousness o f 
Victorian residents. It was the day that television  footage of rampaging bushfires was seen around the  
world, making the small towns of Kinglake, Labertou che, Marysville and others famous for all the wrong  
reasons. 
 
When the inferno was finally brought under control,  thousands of homes had been destroyed, more 
than 200 people were dead, and many more were recov ering from often serious injuries. Almost every 
family in Victoria knows somebody who was directly impacted.  
 
A month later, and the bushfires have finally been pushed off the front pages of the newspapers. But 
the devastation remains: enormous expanses of bush have been reduced to blackened wasteland; 
roads are impassable; the shells of vehicles in whi ch people died remain where they were incinerated; 
community facilities, from public halls to sportsgr ounds, are unusable; water supplies remain 
contaminated.

As part of the discussion it was proposed and agree d that the annual subscription for the forthcoming 
season should be set at £10.  
 
Competition Entries 
 
The AGM was followed by viewing and judging of memb ers’ entries for the 9-sheet competition (for the 
2009 Autumn Rose Bowl), and for the 16-sheet compet ition. Both of these competitions produced some 
superb material.

For the 9-sheet competition 
there were displays on Ottoman 
Turkey, the Cayman Islands, the 
development of Air Mail Posts in 
Fiji, Air Mail letter rates from 
South Africa to the UK between 
1932 and 1953, and King George 
V revenues stamps printed 
locally in the Union of South 
Africa.  
 
However the trophy winner was 
judged to be a display tracing 
the development of the 1895 
halfpenny stamp of New Zealand 
depicting a portrait of Queen 
Victoria taken from the later 
coinage of her reign. This entry 
will go forward to represent our 
Society it the NW Federation’s 
2009 Autumn Rose Bowl 
competition. 

 
Entries for the 16-sheet 
competition included studies of 
the first definitive issue of the 
Republic of Italy, the 1893 
“advertisement” stamps of New 
Zealand, Gibraltar’s issues for 
the 25th Anniversary of the 
Coronation, Registered Letter 
stamps of Canada and stamps 
depicting Cricket and the Ashes. 
 
This time the winning display 
was from before the age of 
postage stamps, being a study 
of the 3-stuiver postmarks from 
the Rotterdam to Amsterdam 
route in Holland between 1667 
and 1811. 
 
All entrants are to be 
congratulated on the high 
standard of their displays.

I would very much like to re-iterate the words of o ur Chairman in thanking the officers of the Society  for 
all their work during the year and to firstly add n ot only my thanks but of everybody and to Fred for his 
support and continuing dedication to the Society. I t was I think a fitting tribute to all that Fred ha s done 
for this Society both as Packet Secretary and Chair man that he was honoured by a Certificate of 
Recognition to his service to philately by the Nort h West Federation in October of last year. 
 
I believe we have had another successful year, and I believe I can say that from an independent as wel l 
as biased point of view, as I visit many Societies in the course of a year, and as Treasurer of the 
Federation hear from many as well. 
 
There is no doubt in my mind that philately is goin g through a difficult and changing times, the 
recession has certainly hit grass routes philately whether this be long or short term remains to be se en, 
but membership across Societies is generally declin ing and indeed a number of Societies are finding it  
increasingly difficult to continue, some through in creased overheads of room hire through increased 
heating costs being understandably passed on. 
 
How encouraging it is to see healthy audiences at a ll our meetings, to find we are in good heart 
financially, we have excellent packets both our own  and the Federations only circa a third of Societie s 
take the Federations packet and about half run a pa cket at all.  
 
Ralph now produces what is generally regarded as th e best Newsletter in the Country, which has 
developed into really more than our own edition as people read it not just in our Society, but through out 
the North West, and beyond. Alan will mention a bit  more about the financing of this which I hope 
everybody will support. 
 
As we have a full agenda this evening I will not li st the individual speakers, but I would like to tha nk 
each and every one who has come to visit our Societ y, we are still benefiting in this respect from the  
40th Anniversary event and there is another full ye ar ahead arranged. It is hoped to include a visit t he 
final dates and arrangements are in the process of being finalized to Russell Tullis Coaters Ltd who 
make stamp paper in Bollington and this should be i n the autumn of this year. 
 
On the wider front there are a number of events thr oughout this summer, the stamp fairs at St Annes, 
(June 13) Stafford, (June 19-20) Midpex, (11th July ), and the Congress being held at the Copthorne 
Hotel in Manchester on 16 -19th July. This is the a nniversary of the first Congress held in Great Brit ain 
in 1909, and there will be a series of displays com mencing from Thursday afternoon through to Sunday 
morning when some 18 standing displays of local phi latelists will conclude the Congress, the cost for 
the morning is just £6 which includes coffee. (Jim Crompton and Stephen Parkin will additionally give 
displays). Godfrey has arranged these so further de tails can be obtained from him. 
 
A bit further advanced is a Thematic Seminar being arranged by the NW Fed at South Manchester on 
Saturday 12thSept which I am sure will be very info rmative about what really thematic collecting is 
about. Cost £10.  
 
Returning back to our own Society then I am sure we  can continue to look ahead with confidence to the 
year ahead.

Removing Stamps from Paper  
 
Walter Marxx would describe himself as a “Stamp Col lector” rather than a “Philatelist”, but he has bee n 
collecting for many years and is happy to pass his experience on to others. 
 
Think before you do it! 
 
If you want to remove postage stamps from their env elope or backing paper, the first stage is to think  
carefully about it. There are four major considerat ions here. 
 
1. Many stamps, especially older ones, are far more  valuable if saved on their original envelope. 
Look at the postmark. Is it special? Are there any other cancellations, rubber stamps or written marks  
on the front (or the back) of the envelope that mig ht tell the story of how the letter was delivered? If the 
answer to any of these questions is “yes”, then don ’t remove the stamp. Keep the entire envelope or 
postcard in your collection. 
 
But I know it can’t always be done. For example, wh o has an album that will take an envelope that is 3 1 
cm by 42 cm? If the envelope is too big you may hav e to save what you can by trimming it down to the 
smallest size that retains the stamp, its postmark,  the address and any other important marks. 
 
2. Look carefully at the stamp. Does it look like a  self-adhesive one? Although self-adhesive 
stamps can be removed from paper, different countri es have used a variety of glues and each requires 
a different treatment if you are not going to ruin the stamp. Probably the best idea for self-adhesive s is 
to leave them on the paper. Neatly trim it to a rec tangle that is of sufficient size to include both t he 
stamp(s) and the postmark. 
 
3. Fugitive inks were used for the printing of some  stamps. The inks are called “fugitive” because 
they run when soaked in water. They were used as an  extra security measure to stop people re-using 
the stamps. Examples include many revenue stamps an d the British green and purple colours used on 
postage stamps during the late 19th and early 20th centuries. You should be very careful with these, a s 
the slightest dampness can frequently reduce the at tractiveness, and the value, of the stamps. 
 
4. Look at the type of paper or card on which the s tamps are stuck. Some paper is waterproof, in 
which case it will be very difficult to remove the stamp. If the stamp has been cut from the corner of  a 
postcard, put it face downwards on a clean surface and try to peel off the thin shiny surface from the  
card. This will remove the shiny layer and allow th e water to soak through the remaining thickness. 
Reducing the thickness of any backing card always m akes stamp removal quicker. 
 
Beware too of some envelopes made from coloured pap er. The dye isn’t always fast and it sometimes 
soaks into the back of the stamp itself. The only p ractical way of handling this situation is to put t he 
stamp face downwards on a clean surface and try to remove as much of the backing paper as possible 
without damaging the stamp. Any remaining paper can  then be removed by one of the methods 
described below. 
 
Equipment: 
 
If, after taking all things into consideration, you  still wish to remove it from the paper, you should  gather 
the following equipment together: 
 

�� A large sheet of blotting paper. You can still buy this at most stationers, but try to get white 
blotting paper just in case the dye in coloured stu ff damages your stamps. Never use blotting 
paper that has already been used for blotting ink! 

 
�� Stamp tweezers. 

 
�� Scissors. 

 
�� A shallow dish or tray. 

 
�� A small quantity of water. Never use hot water, but  slightly warm water is more pleasant to use 

and may even help dissolve the adhesive. 
 
�� A stock-book in which to store the stamps. 



 
Removing the backing paper: 
 
Now you can begin. There are two ways to do it; I c all them Method A and Method B. Method A is 
comparatively quick and quite acceptable for the mo re common stamps, but Method B should be used 
if the stamps contain fugitive ink or if they are o ld and frail. 
 
Method A: 
 
1. Choose a flat, level area on which to work. A ki tchen work surface is probably best, just in case 
some water is spilt. Best, too, to ask permission f rom the kitchen’s management before you start. The 
sudden appearance of rice puddings, strawberry jam or mashed potatoes when floating off stamps can 
be annoying. 
 
2. Pour a small quantity of water into the dish unt il it is about 3 mm deep. 
 
3. Using the tweezers, carefully place the stamp fa ce upwards on top of the water. Always try to 
avoid getting water on the face of the stamp. Many stamps have invisible coatings such as phosphor 
bands that are damaged by water. 
 
4. Wait for about five minutes until the water appe ars to have soaked up through the backing paper 
but not yet through the stamp. Then use your tweeze rs to lift the stamp and its backing paper out of t he 
water and place it face downwards on the blotting p aper. Carefully peel back the backing paper until 
you can see one corner of the stamp.  
 
Slowly continue to peel away the backing to see if it separates from the stamp. If it doesn’t, return it to 
float on the water for another few minutes before t rying again. If in doubt, allow extra minutes – you  
don’t want to risk tearing the stamp. Eventually th e backing will separate cleanly from the stamp, whi ch 
should always be kept flat on the blotter. 
 
Always peel the backing paper from the stamp. Never  peel the stamp from the backing paper or it will 
be damaged. Be careful, too, not to put the stamp f ace downwards on a soggy area of the blotter. Avoid  
getting the face of the stamp wet. 
 
Never leave a stamp in the water for too long. Pape r is made from fibres that are compressed together 
and, if soaked for too long, it will disintegrate. I once heard of a man who absent-mindedly left a Pe nny 
Black soaking overnight. All he had in the morning was a small patch of paper pulp. (He should have 
used Method B.) 
 
Any residual gum or paper should be removed from th e back of the stamp while it is still damp. This 
can be done by scraping with tweezers or a wetted f ingernail, but be very careful or you will make a 
large hole in the stamp! 
 
5. After removing the stamp, leave it on the blotti ng paper to dry. In doing so make sure that any 
residual gum from the stamp doesn’t stick it to the  blotter. For this reason it is best not to dry the  stamp 
by pressing it between sheets of blotting paper. 
 
6. During the drying process many stamps will curl up. When they are completely dry, use 
tweezers to carefully uncurl and transfer them to a  stock book. After a few days the curling will 
disappear and they will be ready for mounting in an  album. 
 
7. If you are floating off a large number of stamps , change the water quite often. Never use water 
that is dirty or has become stained from coloured b acking paper. 
 
Method B: 
 
This is similar to Method A above, but don’t put th e stamps on top of water. Instead, place the stamp 
and it’s backing paper face upwards on damp blottin g paper for several hours before attempting to peel  
off the backing.
