Anne Dummer Award for Young Collector of the Year 
 
Congratulations to Jacqs Scourfield, this yearôs winner of the Anne Dummer Award for Young Collector 
of the Year. This award, administered by the Stamp Active Network, is presented annually in memory of 

Anne Dummer who is remembered for all the 
work she did to promote the hobby among young 
people. 
 
Jacqs, who is a member of Sageston School 
Stamp Club and Haverfordwest Philatelic Society, 
was chosen to be this yearôs recipient not just 
because of an outstanding record in junior 
competitions over the last 3 years ï ranging 
through South Wales Federation, Stamp Active, 
Thematica and British Youth ï culminating in her 
being asked to represent Great Britain next year 
at international level. The judges for the award 
look for ways in which the nominees have helped 
to promote the hobby among their peers.  
 
Jacqsô enthusiasm for collecting shows not only 

in her competition entries and her example, but she has also taken on the position as Junior Reporter 
for Raflet Stamp Club and shares her experiences with their junior members as well as her local 
colleagues.

Post Boxes ï 18th August 2009 
 
The earliest known surviving posting slot was placed in the wall of Wakefield Post Office in 1809.  
Britainôs first roadside pillar boxes appeared in the early 1850s but in more remote and less populated 
areas, a cheaper and more practical alternative was needed, resulting in the development of smaller 
post boxes.  Initially, they were installed in walls, buildings or brick pillars: later designs were also 
attached to lamp posts. 
  
To celebrate this anniversary Royal Mail is releasing a Miniature Sheet of four stamps featuring iconic 
wall mounted post boxes.  
 
Royal Mail is also producing a Presentation Pack, First Day Cover, Stamp Cards, Generic Sheet, and 
Press Sheet, to accompany the Post Boxes Miniature Sheet stamp issue.

The Royal Mail is celebrating 200 years of its iconic red postboxes with a special set of commemorative 
stamps. The stamps feature the traditional wall boxes which are no longer made. These were a smaller, 
cheaper alternative to pillar boxes and were mostly used to serve the needs of smaller rural 
communities.  
 
The postbox believed to be the oldest in Scotland, is a wall box which sits on the front of the Sutherland 
Hotel in Golspie. It carries the Royal Cypher of Queen Victoria and dates back to 1861.  
 
During the reign of George V, wall boxes were manufactured by WT Allen & Co in London and 
McDowell, Steven & Co, in Glasgow. From 1952 to 1980, they shared the manufacture of the cast-iron 
boxes with Allied Ironfounders in Falkirk, Lion Foundry in Kirkintilloch and Carron Company in Falkirk.  
 
The Royal Mail stopped using the traditional wall boxes in 1980, replacing them with the free-standing 
lamp boxes. Today these and all other types of pillar boxes are made by just one company, Machan 
Engineering in Denny. Their pillar boxes are cast at Ballantynes in Boness and the lamp boxes at 
Specialist Castings in Denny and both are built and dressed at Machan. Each box is made by hand and 
the process has changed very little over the years.  
 
One of Machan's employees, 69-year-old John Cooper, started making post boxes at 16. He previously 
worked at Carron Co before moving to Machan, where his grandson also works. Bill McMullen started 
Machan after the well-known Carron Co went into receivership in the early 80s. He was manager of the 
foundry works at Carron and carried on the contract with the Royal Mail, which now accounts for about 
half of the company's work. Machan have now diversified into other types of street furniture such as 
bollards and benches. They make nearly a thousand postboxes a year for the whole of the UK.  
 
The only major change over the years has been to postboxes in Scotland. You won't see the Royal 
Cypher of Queen Elizabeth II on postboxes in Scotland because of protests in the 1950s when 
postboxes were set on fire. The Royal Cypher was replaced by the Scottish crown, in sympathy with 
Scots who did not recognise Elizabeth I.

Guernsey Post celebrates 40 years 
 
2009 marks the 40th anniversary of postal independence for Guernsey as the island took responsibility 
for its postal affairs from what was then the General Post Office in 1969. To commemorate the occasion 
a special set of stamps have been produced and we took a look at the history of post in Guernsey. 

 
The first post office was established in the Bailiwick in 1794 when a 
regular postal service began between the islands and Great Britain 
using the cutter 'Earl of Chesterfield' sailing from Weymouth. 
 
In 1840 when the uniform penny post was introduced across Britain, 
including the introduction of the famous Penny Black stamp, 
Guernsey's only post office was in the Arcade, St Peter Port. 
 
Great Britain's first post boxes were built in the Channel Islands as 
an experiment in 1852, following the visit of a postal surveyor. 

 
That surveyor was Anthony Trollope, the famous novelist amongst 
whose works were Barchester Towers, The Warden and The Way We 
Live Now, and while in Guernsey he introduced a method of posting a 
letter without visiting a post office. One of these original boxes still 
stands in Union Street in St Peter Port and is the oldest one in daily 
use in Great Britain. 
 
The commemorative stamps, by local designer Paul Mason-Barney, 
are based on the cultural evolution of the past 40 years with 
influences including the psychedelic 60s, The Sex Pistols, pop art, hip 
hop and science fiction. 
 
The island's post office currently produce 12 special issues of stamps a year, eight Guernsey and four 
Alderney issues, aimed at combining subjects of local interest with the market of worldwide collectors.

June Meeting 
 
For the final meeting of our 2008-9 season two of our own members gave displays that were very 
different, but which related to similar periods of history. 
 
The first of these displays, and the main subject of the evening, was a remarkable collection of letters 
and postal history from the canton of Geneva in Switzerland. 
 
Being at the heart of Europe, Switzerland had trading links with many countries and formed a 
crossroads through which international communications were received and forwarded - indeed letters 
were being received in Switzerland from Greece as far back as 20 BC. 
 
Such early letters are only to be found in national museums, but our speaker illustrated the efficiency of 
later posts with a letter sent from Geneva to London via Paris. It was written on 29th August 1743 and 
received in London on 31st August, although this was not as quick as one might think because 
Switzerland were using the Gregorian Calendar that Britain was not to adopt for another nine years. 
Still, all things considered, the 13 days it actually took was very commendable! 



From 1798 to 1813 Geneva was 
occupied by the Napoleonic French, 
during which time the area was 
incorporated into the French postal 
system and local posts flourished. 
Many postal rates were based on 
weight, so letters were often on flimsy 
paper and written twice on each side 
(with the second message inscribed at 
right angles to the first).  
 
For many letters it was necessary to 
record the point at which they crossed 
the border from Switzerland, so that 
the correct apportionment of costs 
could be calculated. If a letter was 
sent to France via the nearest border 
crossing the Geneva authorities would 
receive just a small proportion. 
However by sending it to a more 
distant part of the border the opposite 
would be true.

Geneva to London via Paris 

29
th

 August 1747 

After Great Britain and Zurich, Geneva was the next in Europe 
to issue postage stamps, which they did in 1843. The public 
were initially sceptical, considering it impolite to prepay 
letters. To combat this the authorities reduced the postage 
fees, with 5 centime stamps being sold for 4 centimes and 10c 
stamps for 8c. 
 
When the Swiss Federal Post took over in 1849 all canton 
posts ceased. Around this time the railways started, leading to 
a range of different cancellations including those from 
travelling post offices. 
 
Perhaps the star exhibit of the evening was a letter sent from 
Lausanne to London on 15th October 1779, arriving eight days 
later. Its sender, Colin Campbell, explained that because of the 
current state of war in Europe it would be sent via Germany, 
the Baltic and the north-east coat of England. ñThe French 
navy are laid low with diseaseò he wrote, ñand the army 
camped in Normandy ready to invade England has broken up. 
I expect to hear from you tomorrow as posts are very punctual 
at presentò. 
 

 
 
 
 
Our second speaker showed a display 
on the life of the composer Joseph 
Haydn, who was born in 1732 and died 
200 years ago on 31st May 1809. 
 
Using stamps from several countries 
this fascinating display demonstrated 
just how wide the possibilities are for 
thematic stamp collecting.

All attendees are invited and 
encouraged to bring along 12 sheets from their thematic collection/s  for display and be prepared to talk 
about them (not compulsory ) for no longer than 2 minutes.   
 
It is intended that the workshops will give advice and encouragement, both to newcomers and to the 
older hands, on starting and building up a thematic collection and to discuss the full range of thematic 
material that is available.  The intention is to emphasise the ófunô side of collecting and probably will not 
cover the more formal aspect of exhibiting thematic material.

Everyone is invited attend a presentation to be given at the historic Lytham Hall, Lytham St Annes, 
Fylde Coast FY8 4JX.  The óPower pointô presentation, social, philatelic and historical will be given by 
Dane Garrod (Vice-President of the National Philatelic Society ) and John Baron ( Vice Chairman of 
ABPS Policy Committee ).
