Chairman Mao gives show the stamp of distinction

Stamps signed by Chairman Mao are to form the centrepiece of a
China-UK stamp exhibition at the Dorchester Hotel. “The Great
Helmsman” signed the sheet of stamps at the request of Yang
Shaoming, right, who was 12 then and is now a leading
photographer.

The stamps depict Mao declaring the foundation of the People’s
Republic of China on October 1, 1949.

The event is being hosted by the Chinese Ambassador to Britain, Fu
Ying. She said: “Stamps may be small in size but through their
highly colourful and creative designs they can bring great insight
and so enliven the cultural exchanges between China and Britain.”

North Western Federation Competition Entries

This year the North West Federation has decided to judge all the competitions by means of photo copy
entries. These are considered acceptable at Federation level, and follows the practice adopted by other
Federations.

There are a number of reasons why this is considered better outstanding among which are that the
material never needs to leave the hands of the owner, and be subject to various forms of transport and
being in other peoples houses and halls whilst it is judged. It means that all material can be displayed
as it is easy to change displays during the day at the Convention, the worst that can happen is a photo
copy can be taken .

The North West Federation is in the process of getting a high class photocopier, and where necessary
will photocopy material, however it is appreciated that this does not get round the earlier points and we
are aware that many exhibitors might easily have access to scanners/photocopiers etc and would
prefer to do this themselves.

For the exhibits for this year the deadline is Oct 5th our meeting, so if anybody would prefer or is able
to photocopy then this is very acceptable and it means your material is always in your own hands. It is
best if the photocopies are in a plastic sleeve.

There is considerable cost savings to the Federation and as we struggle for volunteers to put up the
heavy security frames and at the new venue there is no overnight security it will help considerably as
the photocopies can be sent to the Judges in Yorkshire by post.

Stamps depict Navy uniforms through the years

Stamps charting two centuries of Royal Navy uniforms - from flamboyant frock coats to high visibility
jackets - will go on sale today.

The Royal Navy Fleet Diving Squadron launched the special edition release with an underwater photo-
shoot at its training tank in Horsea Island, Portsmouth.

Each of the six stamps charts the development of the British naval uniform, beginning with the gold-
crested frock coat of an Admiral from 1795, through to the high visibility uniform of a 2009 Flight Deck
Officer. They also feature an 1805 Royal Marine, an Able Seaman from 1880, a 1918 Women's Royal
Navy Service Officer and a Second World War Captain.
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The Royal Navy Fleet Diving Squadron launched the special edition release Photo: PA

Julietta Edgar, head of special stamps at Royal Mail, said: "Some of our most significant
commemorative issues have highlighted the bravery and sacrifice of the UK's servicemen and women,
and they continue to play a key role in the stamps that we issue."

Vice Admiral Sir Alan Massey said: "These stamps reflect the great history of the senior service and
uniquely represent changes in the Royal Navy, from the development of the fleet air arm to the
introduction of women at sea.

"The importance of mail to the morale of our personnel deployed around the world cannot be
overstated, and Royal Mail continues to provide us with a terrific service."

The new Royal Navy edition is part of the military uniforms stamps series, first issued in 2007 when it
featured the British Army and continued last year with the Royal Air Force.

RSA - Maritime Industry Training Board Levy stamps

The R.2.00 MIBT stamp was a device used by the Clearing & Forwarding
Industry to fund education and training.

With the assistance of the Department of Customs & Excise it became
compulsory to place the R.2.00 MITB stamp on ever)' Bill of Entry.

The stamp was sold by or on behalf of the Maritime Industry Training
Board and the amount collected went into a fund that was used
specifically to refund, in whole or in part, the cost of courses that were of
benefit to employees in the industry - upon the successful completion of
such course.

It was a good scheme as it was relatively simple and easy to run. Many
companies made use of it as a means of up-grading the skill of their staff.

Unfortunately with the introduction of the Skills Development Act and the Skills Levies Act the use of
this device came to an end. Needless to say that the new scheme put in place has so far not secured
the enthusiastic participation that the Government had envisaged.

The stamp (Fig. 1) was printed on unwatermarked coated paper and perforated 14. This value was used

only on the originals of Bills of entry. Customs retained the documents and therefore this modern levy
stamps, issued possibly in 1994, is uncommon.
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Interestingly enough, in the 1960's the Industrial Council for the Building Industry-used a very similar
system and stamps were issued to collect money for "Training Funds". Here two stamps issued in 1967
by the Industrial Council for the Building Industry from the West Province. The 40c value issued in 1963
by the ICBI from Kimberley was instead designed only to collect Holiday Funds. All these values are
perforated 11 and printed on unwatermarked paper.

Giovanni Palazzo
Sinatra’s Stamps

Not only did Frank Sinatra want to be king of the hill and top of the heap, but he may also have been an
avid stamp collector. The appearance at auction of a bejewelled stamp box belonging to the late singer
offers the tantalising hint that O’ Blue Eyes was a closet philatelist.

The Fabergé box, which Spink, the auctioneer, estimates will fetch up to £40,000, suggests that
Sinatra’s oeuvre can be appreciated in a new light with subtly altered lyrics, viz: “Mack the Letter
Knife”, “Penny Blacks from Heaven”, “l Get a Lick out of You” and, of course, “That’s Why the Lady is a
Stamp”
