Rare stamp find during a tidy-up at Sedbergh School 
 
A volunteer at Sedbergh School has discovered a stash of rare 19th century stamps worth up to 
£10,000. Archive assistant Charlotte Dickerson was doing routine sorting at the Sedbergh Archive and 
Heritage Centre when she came across letters with Penny Blacks, Penny Reds and Penny Blues.  
 
The Penny Black, introduced in 1840, was the worldôs 
first adhesive stamp and had a huge impact on 
communications. For the first time everyone ï not just 
the wealthy ï could afford to send letters to family and 
friends. In good condition and on date marked 
envelopes they can be highly valuable.  
 
So far, Charlotte has uncovered a total of 10 Penny 
Blacks, two Penny Reds and more than a dozen Penny 
Blues. Combined with a selection of other 19th century 
stamps already held at the heritage centre, the collec-
tion is estimated to be worth between £8,000 and 
£10,000. The stamps will go on show to the public 
tomorrow.  
 
Initially Charlotte could not quite believe what she had 
found. She said: ñWhen I saw the first Penny Black I 
thought: óIs this really a Penny Black?ô I didnôt want to 
get too excited.ò After some online research confirmed 
that Charlotte not only had a Penny Black but a 
relatively rare one she ñleapt around the officeò.  
 
This particular Penny Black is on a letter written to the 
schoolôs governor regarding letting land ï dated 1841, when fewer Penny Blacks were issued. It is also 
marked A1 which shows it came from the top of the sheet; the nearer the top of the sheet the more 
valuable the stamp. 

David Gray, managing director of Gray Jewellery and Penrith Stamps, 
said it was unusual for a rare Penny Black to turn up in Cumbria. He 
said: ñPenny Blacks them-selves are common but you only get one in 
20, or even one in 30, that is something special.ò  
 
President of the Kendal & District Philatelic Society, Wendy Chandler, 
said: ñThis sort of discovery can be quite excitingò. The stamps will 
be on show, with a display of wax seals dating from 1742, at the 
Sedbergh Archive and Heritage Centre until Christmas. The Priceless 
Pennys exhibition will feature interactive activities for younger 
visitors.  
 
The centre is open Monday to Friday, 9am to 1pm, and this weekend 
from 9.30am until 1pm Saturday, and 10.30am until 1pm Sunday. For 
further information phone the centre on 015396 22275.

November Meeting 
 
At our November meeting we welcomed members from Manchester of the Insurance and Banking 
Philatelic Society, who entertained us with two splendid displays. 
 
The theme of the first part was Karl, Austria-Hungary's last emperor. 
Karl was a grandnephew of the man he succeeded, the aging 
Emperor Franz Josef I, and had not expected to ascend the throne.  
He had become heir with the assassination of Archduke Franz 
Ferdinand on 28 June 1914, the event that sparked the First World 
War. 
 
Acutely aware that Austria-Hungary's entry into the First World War 
(having essentially brought it about) was likely to prove the undoing 
of the empire, Karl quickly sought a means of negotiating a separate 
peace with the allies. However after the armistice he and his wife Zita 
found themselves exiled, never to return to their own country. 
 
Few stamps were issued showing Karl, but during his short reign 
many stamps were issued for the field post system (during wartime) and the military postal system (on 

the resumption of peace). 
After the armistice stamps 
from Karlôs reign were 
overprinted and used by the 
constituent countries of the 
old empire, including 
Hungary, Czechoslovakia, 
Silesia (Poland) and Fiume.  
 
The second part of our 
evening comprised a display 
of Childrenôs Charity Stamps 
from the Netherlands. 
 
It was in 1912 that the 
Netherlands issued their 
first charity stamps, in that 
year specifically to raise 
funds for the relief of 
tuberculosis.   

 
These stamps were sold at a premium over the normal postage rate, with the 
extra funding raised being donated to charity.  Initially they were overpriced 
and not at all popular, but the idea eventually succeeded and most years a 
childrenôs welfare set has been issued, usually at Christmas time. 
 
The display demonstrated that over the years the Dutch charity stamps have 
shown a microcosm of postage stamp design development, beginning with 
formal layouts and progressing through art deco and photographs to design 
by the children themselves.  From 1950 the charitable stamp sales were 
boosted by sales from touring exhibition buses and the production of 
miniature sheets.  
 
It was an excellent evening and our grateful thanks go to the Insurance and 
Banking Philatelic Society.

At our meeting here in Macclesfield this evening I have been requested to ensure the presentations to 
those unable to be present at Bolton are made and in common with our established practice 
acknowledge the success of our members who represented our own Society this year, as well those of 
our visitors.

This is a very small Group indeed of 
which Alan and John Crowther, both having made a major contribution to North Western Philately over 
a period of time, and nobody has followed this more than Godfrey both as Chairman and President of 
the Federation, for his work with many Societies and in speaking throughout the region and beyond. 
 
The Macclesfield & Prestbury Philatelic Society congratulates Godfrey on this major award, he is the 
first member of our Society to receive this and it is truly deserved.  I hope we can re-present this award 
to Godfrey here in Macclesfield early in the New Year. 
 
Our Society would like to send our Congratulations to Chris and Tom Moore who have visited us on 
many occasions who have also been asked to join this roll of honour.  Mr Cyril Kitching is the fourth 
recipient, a world authority on Pitcairn Island philately.

Iraqi stamp auction posts record prices  
 
Reckoned to be Iraq's top expert on cement, Anis Amjad does the rounds of factories during the week 
but nothing can stop him conducting the stamp auction in old Baghdad every Saturday.

On that day the 56-year-old chemical engineer takes 
off his white coat and raises his auctioneer's gavel. 
The lots are knocked down in an old Ottoman 
building dating from 1908 which, nine years later, 
became the first British post office and where a 
traditional red letter box still adorns the facade.  
 

"I am head of the inspection department at the industry ministry and I supervise Iraq's cement works. 
But I have always declined foreign assignments so as not to miss this meeting," says the confirmed 
bachelor, who first ran the auction 12 years ago.  
 
Interest is reviving fast at the Iraqi Philatelic and Numismatic Society, founded in 1951, which has only 
recently resumed meeting after three years of suspension because of a violent struggle between Iraq's 
Shia and Sunni populations and a strong al-Qaeda presence in the neighbourhood. Official membership 
of the society stands at more than 2,000, though only around 80 are active buyers and sellers. Stamp 
prices are rising sharply, in particular those showing Saddam Hussein, the dictator overthrown by the 
US-led invasion in 2003.  
 
"Before 2003, the country was closed in on itself and we were cut off from the international market. But 
now business is going well. American and British collectors snap up stamps with Saddam on them," 
says Kamal Kamel, 46, who runs a stall in the Bab al-Muazzam district where the society meets. "Unlike 
us, they couldn't get enough of him - they could not buy the stamps, because of the embargo," he said, 
referring to UN sanctions on trade with Iraq introduced after Saddam Hussein invaded Kuwait in 1990.  
 
"A series showing Saddam Hussein which was worth 200 dinars sells today for 5,000 dinars (£2.60). My 
monthly revenues have passed from $200 (£121) to $1,500. Prices really have risen," Kamel said. "Only 
Iraqis come into my shop but I have an intermediary with access to the green zone who sells a lot to 
American soldiers and diplomats," he added. Sitting round a long table, 30 or so dealers and collectors 
examine the stamps, bank notes and coins which comprise the lots on offer that day. Anis livens up the 
sale with auctioneer's patter but all the bids are below prices given in foreign catalogues. Festooning 
walls of the room are photocopies of letters from the British Philatelic Association dating from 1917, 
along with many stamps from Iraq and other Arab countries. Since Iraq's first stamp in 1917, the postal 
service has issued 1,824 series of stamps, including 24 from after the fall of Saddam.  
 
Garo Manaskan, a 51-year-old Iraqi of Armenian origin who is an accountant and also runs a well-known 
Baghdad restaurant, is selling several items from his collection of three million stamps. "I started at the 
age of six. It is my passion - when some cease to please me I sell them to buy others. As I am 
unmarried, I will leave my collection to the Armenian church," he says. Next to him, Haqqi Abdel Karim, 
a 45-year-old coin enthusiast, is at the auction for the first time in three years since seeking exile in 
Syria to avoid intercommunal violence. "Today things are better and I am thinking of coming back but 
the association should move. This is not a safe district," Karim said.  
 
Members come from a range of religious and ethnic backgrounds, but old animosities have prevented 
the election of a committee for the past six years. "Two thirds of the people around this table made a lot 
of money by taking part in or even leading the looting of post offices which happened in the wake of the 
American invasion," confides Mohammed Dhia, an active member of the society. "When you accuse 
them, some go silent and others promise to give them back without having any intention of doing so. 
Then there are those who try to convince you the stamps are better off in their hands than with 
philistines knowing nothing of philately," he added. His point is illustrated by the society's location at 
al-Koshla ("clock" in Turkish) post office, in Seraglio Street in Bab al-Muazzam neighbourhood, where 
the stamp museum stood before 2003. The museum's collections were all stolen and sold... to stamp 
collectors.

Judging Seminar Update

The original intention was for the seminar to be for the benefit of our 14 Accredited Judges but it has 
been decided to open it up to other interested parties such as those of you who would like to be 
considered as Apprentice Federation Judges and want to know what it is all about and to those who 
want to know how judges go about their tasks of judging Society or Federation level competitions. 
There have been some significant changes to the National / International Rules and it is essential that 
our judges are fully conversant with them. 
 
It is intended that this will be an informal gathering and an opportunity for like-minded people to get 
together and share and discuss common problems. It is to be held at the same venue as our recent very 
successful Thematics Workshop, ie St Mary's Church Hall, Handforth, Wilmslow, on Saturday 20 March 
2010 and as before the cost will include morning / afternoon tea / coffee and biscuits and a good buffet 
lunch. 
 
Regretfully, we have had to increase the price per person to £12 to take care of the rising costs of the 
hire of the hall and the facilities; this is something over which we have no control but we consider that 
we are fortunate to have such a good facility available to us. There are a limited number of places as it 
will a somewhat intimate meeting and so I therefore urge you to book a place if you are intending to 
come along.
