Mail from Malta to the UK initially used the
normal Post Office, but later in the conflict

with 3d for each parcel. The stamps were
overprinted accordingly but it was
interesting to note that, at that late date,
some stamps from the reign of Edward ViII
were still being used and overprinted as
well.

examples of other activities on the
Islands. There were many hospitals,

recovery and convalescent camps. There
were four Prisoner of War camps, and the
display included some Christmas Cards of
a very high standard that were produced
by the internees themselves. At the end of
the War, Turkish internees were held at
Malta until 1921.

During Second War, life at Malta was
relatively peaceful until Italy joined the
Axis powers but from 1939 airmail from
the Empire to the United Kingdom was
sent via Malta, rather than the usual route
via France or Italy

At our April meeting a visiting speaker
gave a superb display of philately from
Malta during the two World Wars,
recording both military and civilian
activities in both conflicts.

Censorship of mail at Malta began within
two days of the outbreak of the First
World War and our speaker displayed a
censored cover dated 6th August 1914.
The Post Office was still responsible for
safeguarding the mail but intelligence
was a military matter, so both military and
civilian authorities attended the
censorship. Some mail was even taken
from passing ships, censored and re-
sealed before being sent on its way.

The French fleet was made responsible
for allied naval activities in the
Mediterranean. Their ships moved from
Toulon to Malta, and included in the
display was French mail with a naval
context. Mail from the forces back to
France travelled free of charge, but if sent
elsewhere it needed stamps and
examples with French stamps were
shown. Remarkably, the Japanese also
had a flotilla of destroyers based at Malta
during the First World War.



Interestingly, Boy
Scouts were recruited
to help by re-sealing
letters after
censorship.

One other strange fact
was that stamp
dealers still operated
in Malta throughout
the War, but they had
to be licensed
because stamps with
pictures on them
could have been of
interest to the enemy!

It all told a fascinating
story and was well
displayed.

When Malta was first attacked there was a
very small RAF presence to defend the
Islands, but we were shown a cover with
avery scarce early RAF censor mark.

The morale effects of the mail system
were so high that it was treated with
importance.

At one point London was being bombed
but Malta was relatively peaceful, so it
was arranged for concerned troops to
send home special stickers with a green
cross. If the stickers were used on mail
returning to Malta it would be given
priority. At one stage in the War thin
postcards were issued to save weight.

Civilians would still specify how they
wanted their letters sent (surface, air mail
etc) but, because of the transport
difficulties, all was sent by the best
means or route available. At one stage
during the siege of Malta mail was being
conveyed by submarine.

Until the siege was lifted, all mail was
handled by the Maltese Post Office.
However when preparations began for the
invasions of North Africa and Europe the
