First 'intelligent' stamp put on sale by Royal Mail  
 
The Royal Mail has launched the world's first "intelligent" stamp, the first to work with image 
recognition technology. The stamp, part of the Royal Mail's latest Great British Railways edition, will 
launch online content via an iPhone or Android smartphone. Users place the camera over the stamp, 
which then launches the online content. 

The Royal Mail said intelligent stamps "mark the next 
step in the evolution of our stamps, bringing them 
firmly into the 21st Century." People can use the 
stamps via the Junaio application, which contains a 
Royal Mail channel which activates the phone's 
camera. The application is available in the iTunes 
store and Android Market free of charge. 
 
The Royal Mail's Philip Parker said: "This is the first 
time a national postal service has used this kind of 
technology on their stamps and we're very excited to 
be bringing intelligent stamps to the nation's post. 

"Royal Mail's special stamps mark key events and anniversaries in the UK's heritage through a 
programme which aims to be both educational and informative.  
 
"Through Intelligent Stamp technology, our stamps will open up to a whole new world of information, 
interest and fun to collectors and the millions of people who will receive them on letters in the coming 
months alike." The technology will also be made available on selected future special stamps.

Historic venue puts its stamp on Royal history 
 
Prestonôs legendary Hoghton Tower has played host to the launch of a set of special Royal Mail stamps 
partly inspired by events at the venue. Royal Mail chiefs were at the tower this week to launch the royal 
House of Stuart stamps, part of the companyôs Kings and Queens series. The venue was chosen 
because, as legend has it, it is where King James I is reported to have once been so impressed with the 
quality of beef served to him, he knighted it as óSir Loinô. 

Melissa Peter, manager at 
Hoghton Tower, said the launch 
was a proud moment. ñAt 
Hoghton Tower we are proud of 
our connection with King James 
I,ò she said. ñIt is prestigious for 
us because we are proud of our 
associations and the Royal Mail 
chose us as an ideal venue. King 
James was part of the Stuarts and 
that makes Hoghton Tower 
renowned.ò 
 
According to the legend, it was in 
1617, James I, who was the first 
Stuart monarch of the country, 
decided to knight the joint of beef 
because he was so impressed 
with its quality. And the very table, 
built in 1565, where he ate his 
meal is still in the tower today. 

 
On sale today, the seven stamps feature portraits of the monarchs of the royal House of Stuart, who 
ruled for more than a century during an unprecedented period of turmoil. James I is shown on one of 
two First Class stamps, the other depicting his son Charles I. 
 
Julietta Edgar, head of special stamps at the Royal Mail, said: ñThe knighting of a loin of beef is an 
unusual act which made James Iôs visit to Hoghton Tower unique and a worthy place to help launch the 
House of Stuart special stamps.ò

Anne Dummer Award 2010

She has helped with the Stamp Club stall at her school fete, and also helps with the organisation of the 
childrenôs corner at the South West Scotland Congress, which is held at Queen Margaretôs Academy, 
Ayr at the beginning of October each year. It is therefore fitting that it is hoped to arrange the 
presentation of the trophy at this yearôs South West Congress on Sat.

June Meeting 
 
There was an unexpected change of programme for our June 
meeting. One of our members was to have displayed his 
collection of Cinderella stamps from South Africa, but this was 
unavailable so he treated us to a trip to Pitcairn Island instead. 
 

Situated about mid-way between New Zealand and South 
America, the Pitcairn group comprises just four islands of 
which only Pitcairn itself is inhabited. It is small, just two miles 
by one, and for one hundred years was recorded on charts as 
being in the wrong place. This error was an advantage to the 
most famous residents of Pitcairn, who were the mutineers 
from HMS Bounty. Indeed the islandôs capital Adamstown was named after the last surviving mutineer, 
John Adams. However the mutineers were not the first settlers on the Island. These were the 
Polynesians, who arrived in the 13th and 14th centuries.  
 
Pitcairnôs stamps, first issued in 1940, provide 
colourful illustrations of the history, topography and 
wild life of the Islands. In a wonderful display we saw 

stamps illustrating birds, insects, lizards, 
flowers, trees, fish, shells and corals as well 
as local personalities, transport and several 
of the ships that have visited the Island over 
the years. It was a magnificent display with 
which to end our 2009-10 season. 
 
Our next meeting will be on 6th September 
2010, when a guest speaker will present a 
display on Air Mail stamps from the United 
States of America. Please note that from 
now on we shall be starting our meetings at 
the slightly earlier time of 7.30pm.

Crewe Heritage Centre Exhibition Opening 
 

As part of the Festival of Stamps 
2010, an exhibition of Railway 
stamps and postcards has been 
mounted.  Over 600 display 
sheets are on display.  This was 
organised by the North West 
Society of Philatelic Societies 
jointly with the Centre. 
 
The exhibition will be open until

The opening was on Saturday 12 
June 2010 at the Centre before a 
small crowd of local people 

including some of the exhibitors.  Paul Gaywood, past chairman of the Federation introduced the 
speakers.  The first was the Mayor of Cheshire East Council Councillor Gordon Baxendale who 
welcomed everyone to Crewe He had also brought with him the Mayoress Felicity Baxendale.   
 
The official opening was then carried out by Professor Brian 
Goodey who had travelled from Oxfordshire for the event.  Brian 
is the Chairman of the Postal Heritage Trust, responsible for 
the British Postal Museum and Archive, Royal Mail's archive and 
collection is currently based at Mount Pleasant in Clerkenwell, 
London. The PHT is now committed to developing a new 
Postal Museum facility at the old GWR site at Swindon, adjacent to 
'Steam', English Heritage and the National Trust.   
 
He is also Professor Emeritus in Urban Landscape Design at 
Oxford Brookes University and is an international consultant on 
urban and industrial heritage. Strictly for pleasure he 
photographs trains and trams, and collects philatelic material by 
certain British artists. Also present were Keith Johnson as 
represemtative of Sandafayre one of the worlds largest mail stamp 
auctioneers who are based in Knutsford. They have sponsored 
the exhibition.
