Royal Engagement Minature Sheet 
 
Isle of Man Post Office is delighted to celebrate the announcement that Prince William is to marry long-
term girlfriend Miss Catherine Middleton next year. 
 
To mark this prestigious occasion in Royal history, Isle of Man Post Office is issuing a miniature sheet 
featuring two stamps depicting Prince William and imagery of Kate and William together. In addition to 
this, a presentation pack and first day cover will also be issued. 

 
Although no date for the wedding has been set, it is expected to take place in either the spring or 
summer of 2011 and the couple will live in North Wales where Prince William, who is second in line to 
the throne, is serving with the Royal Air Force. 
 
The coupleôs courtship has been somewhat of a fairytale. They met at St Andrewôs University in Fife in 
2001 where they were both started out on the same history of art course. They graduated in 2005, the 
same year as their relationship became widely known. 
 
Now some eight years on, the couple are stronger than ever and look forward to their wedding which 
will be a great day of national celebration in 2011.

November Meeting 

 
At the November meeting 
our members were treated 
to another fine thematic 
display by a visiting 
speaker. This time the 
subject was Alfred, Lord 
Tennyson. 
 
Remarkably, the only 
stamps issued by any 
country to celebrate Lord 
Tennyson comprised the set 
of four released by Great 
Britain in 1992 to mark the 
centenary of his death. 
 
Despite this apparent 
handicap our speaker 
produced a remarkable 
display of covers, 
postcards, letters and other 
postal memorabilia to tell 
the story of the Victorian 
poet, his family, his friends, 
his life and his legacy. 

 
Tennyson was born in Somersby, 
Lincolnshire, in 1809, and the display 
started with covers addressed to his 
father and grandfather. He entered 
Trinity College, Cambridge, in 1827 
and in that year published his first 
poems. Further poetry followed, and 
by 1850 he reached the pinnacle of his 
career when he was appointed Poet 
Laureate by Queen Victoria.  
 

In 1853 he moved to Farringford House at Freshwater on the Isle of 
Wight. Many items on display related to his life on the Island, where 
he was visited by many friends and admirers including Charles 
Dickens and Garibaldi. All of these added to a memorable display 
about a remarkable man. 

 
We shall be returning to the Isle 
of Wight for our next meeting, 
when one of our members will 
give a display illustrating the 
history of shipbuilding in Cowes.

Falkland Islands complete their stamp collection thanks to Stanley Gibbons 
 
The Falkland Islands Philatelic Study Group (FIPSG) has, for some months, been trying to compile a 
basic mint collection of stamps to form the Falkland Islands National Stamp Collection to be housed in 
the Falklands Museum, after it was found that the collection bought previously was incomplete; Stanley 
Gibbons is pleased to announce that they will be donating the last stamp missing from the collection; a 
1933 £1 Centenary. 

ñThe 1933 Ã1 Centenary (the top value of a wonderful pictorial set of 12) is 
simply one of the most handsome and recognisable stamps of the British 
Empire,ò said Stanley Gibbons Director of Philately, Dr Philip Kinns.  
 
ñThe central design is the finest portrait of King George V, himself a stamp 
collector, ever to appear on a postage stamp, and the colour of the frame 
and superb quality of production enhance the noble effect.ò 
 
Every collector, whether of Falkland Islands or British Commonwealth, 
aspires to own one, but its desirability is such that it will always be 
beyond the reach of most, the current catalogue prices being £2000 
unused and Ã2750 used; as such it is the most valuable óbasicô stamp of 
the Falkland Islands (when varieties, shades and errors are excluded). 
Only 2711 were sold, which is a small number for such a popular and 
covetable stamp. 
 
After being approached by a customer and member of the FIPSG 
regarding a 1928 2 ½ d Provisional for sale on their website, Stanley 
Gibbons presented that stamp to project co-ordinator, Stefan Heijtz and 

the Chairman of FIPSG, Hugh Osborne, at Autumn Stampex in London in September, leaving only two 
stamps missing from the collection. 
 
Stefan managed to track down a 1929 Ã1 óWhale and Penguinsô following the event, leaving just one 
elusive stamp missing from the collection. 
 
Stanley Gibbons is now pleased to announce that they have obtained a suitable example of the final 
missing stamp, the £1 Centenary, and will be donating it to the collection. The complete collection was 
presented to Falkland Islands Government Representative, Sukey Cameron, at a special ceremony held 
at Falkland House, London, on 4th November before being flown to its permanent home in the Falkland 
Islands Museum in Stanley later in November.

Visit to Insurance & Banking Philatelic Society 
 
Macclesfield & Prestbury P.S. visited the Insurance & Banking Philatelic Society on Monday 15th 
November at the Royal Sun Alliance Office York Street, Manchester . Giovanni Palazzo & Philip 
Longbottom gave two papers. 
 
Derek Burton Chairman of the Insurance & Banking P.S. thanked both speakers for two fascinating 
papers which the members had really enjoyed. 
 

Mail between the Netherlands and Great Britain 
 
The presentation commenced with letters from the Corsini correspondence with the earliest letter shown 
from Antwerp to London dated 1575 when the probable cost of sending a letter was 4d to cross the 
Channel and a further 4d to reach London. Of interest was a letter of 1595 from Middelburg to London 
detailing accounts for the sale of 192 pieces of cloth with an amazing total value of £36,000. A pair of 
letters dated 1 week apart from Amsterdam to London revealed the common merchant practice of 
repeating the previous letter before starting the new letter. 
 
The first formal arrangement for the transmission of mails was an agreement of 1668 between 
Amsterdam and the British Post office. Letters were carried by a British packet boat to and from Harwich 
from and to Hellevoetsluis for a fee of 8d, increased to 10d in 1711. Costs to and from London and to 
and from Amsterdam had also to be paid in the respective country. 
 
For letters arriving in The Netherlands a fee of 10 stuivers (=10d) was charged from the addressee. This 
Dutch fee remained unchanged until 1844. During the Napoleonic era, the packet boat fee was increased 
to 1s/2d and after Napoleonôs defeat at Leipzig it went to 1s/4d. 
 
Steamboats replaced the old sailing packets from 1832 landing mail at Queenborough and normally 
sailing out of Rotterdam. Also many letters were sent by private ship, thus incurring only the ship letter 
fee of 8d in England and still the 50c (10 stuiver) fee in The Netherlands. Letters shown for this period 
showed the various rates. 
 
From 1844 the cost was reduced to 1s/0d or 60cents (cents replaced stuivers in 1827, 5c~1d) from or to 
any place in The Netherlands to or from any place in Britain either pre-paid or paid by the addressee. 
The packet service was only twice per week, while there was a six times per week service from Ostend. 
 
Eventually in 1853 the direct route from The Netherlands was abandoned and all mail was sent via 
Ostend at a cost of 8d or 40c. The rate was reduced further to 3d or 15c in 1864 and Postal Union rates 
were adopted from 1875. Again items shown demonstrated the various rates both in the pre-philatelic 
period and after the introduction of postage stamps.

Revenue stamps of the Union of South Africa. 
 
The Union of four separate Sates in Southern Africa (the Cape Colony, The Orange River Colony, 
Transvaal and Natal) was effected on the 31st May 1910. Old postal and revenue regulations remained in 
force for 15 months after the Union. Most of the uniting Provinces had large stocks of Revenue stamps, 
and on the 18th of August 1910 the new Union Government gazetted an encouragement for joint, or 
interprovincial use as a mark of the new unity forged between the four States. 
 
The first revenue stamps for the Union were not issued until 1st September 1913. Until this happened 
the revenue stamps of them constituent colonies continued in use; they continued to be valid until 
demonetised on 1st April 1914. 
Specialist collectors in this filed divide this interesting period in six distinct groups: 
  
a) The Early Unofficial Inter-Provincial period which includes the interprovincial use of revenue stamps 
of the constituent colonies after 31st May 1910 but before 17th August 1910 when such use was 
authorised. 
  
b)The True Interprovincial. The period of use of revenue stamps from all the constituent colonies 
authorised by Government Notice 349 which remained in force from 18th August 1910 until 31st March 
1914 throughout the Union. 
  



c) The Post-Interprovincial period. From 1st September 1913, when the first issue of Revenue stamps for 
the Union was released until 31st March 1914 which was the last day of validity for the colonial revenue 
stamps. During this period colonial revenue stamps are seen used alone or in combination with Union 
stamps. Mixed-usage documents form attractive evidence of the new country and could be regarded as 
"Super-Interprovincial". 
  
d) Revenue stamps of the four constituent Colonies used within the original Colony do not, we suppose 
merit the descriptive title of "Inter-Provincials" usage, even if used during the period under discussion; 
perhaps "Provincials" would be a better title, thereby avoiding a potential misleading term. 
  
e) The Unofficial Union Period. Revenue stamps of the Union authorised by the Secretary of Finance to 
be used before the official date of issue (1st September 1913). Three values (3d. 6d. £1) can be therefore 
found in used condition from the 17th to the 31st August 1913. 
  
f) Interprovincial Forerunners. Revenue stamps of the Cape of Good Hope, Transvaal, Natal and Orange 
Free State used in a different State. Mixed usage have been recorded 17 years before the so called 
"Interprovincial Period".

IF your Society is in the latter category please do let me have an e-
mail contact if at all possible. 
 
The Trophies to be competed for at AGM of the Federation to be held on April 9 2011 at Sale are as 
under mentioned and it is important that entries are sent PHOTOCOPIED to Mr. Adrian Jones,  
3a Westhoughton Rd, Adlington Chorley, PR7 4EU in the first week of March, March 8th being the 
absolute deadline date. The trophies being competed for are: 
 
ROSE BOWL. 9 sheets Winners of individual Society Competitions are eligible to enter. 
PRESIDENTS TROPHY (presented by John Crowther) 3 different disciplines by 3 different members 16 
sheets. 
POSTCARD COMPETITION 16 Sheets, 
JUNIORS 
JUNIOR B Under 14 for a 6 sheet entry. 
The Junior Rose Bowl 14 -17 for a 9 sheet entry. 
 
The rules of the competitions are on the Web pages www.nwfedps.com and at this stage I am not going 
to copy them out, but if that creates a problem for anybody please come back to me and it can easily be 
resolved. 
 
It is my intention to write again to all Societies in Mid February setting out the competitions to be held at 
the Convention once more at Bolton in late Oct, with entries being required around 20th Sept 2011. 
Should anybody require more clarification at this time do please contact me as it is regarded as 
essential that ALL societies are in the loop. 
 
It remains for me to thank so many of you for sending your subscriptions so promptly, and to take this 
chance to wish each Society the seasons greetings and to wish all that participate in the fellowship & 
friendship of stamps and philately well for 2011.
